SEMINAR SKILLS (1)

* How to prepare for a seminar
oGive yourself enough time
oRead around the subject

oFormulate some questions (and the answers you
expect)

o What could you contribute to the discussion?
oRehearse a possible contribution
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SEMINAR SKILLS (2)

* During the Seminar
o JOIN IN

oListen to others and adapt your opinions — fake notes
oDon’t interrupt

oUse signposting language to give your contribution
structure

oDon’t talk too much (be concise)
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SEMINAR SKILLS (3)

Through

* Think about how you are speaking

oLook up when you are speaking and focus on who you are
talking to — EYE CONTACT

oSpeak clearly with pauses
o Think about the volume of your voice
o Think about the tone (don’t be too emotion-led)

o Think about the speed
o Try and use academic language with accuracy
