Evolutionary psychology is the scientific study of the brain as
a product of evolution through natural selection. In his talk,
Professor Vugt will argue that the human brain is predominant-
ly a social brain. The social brain enabled our human ances-
tors to solve many important social problems such as falling

in love, looking after children, food sharing, and battling for
status. Unfortunately our Stone Age minds are sometimes ill
equipped to cope with the many challenges of modern society.
As an example of a mismatch, modern humans are more afraid
of spiders and snakes than cars and electrical appliances al-
though the latter two are far more lethal in the modern world.
Furthermore, men get sexually excited about pornographic
materials although there are no reproductive benefits. Profes-
sor Vugt will discuss various examples of mismatches between
our modern and our ancestral environments, introducing all
kinds of problems related to sex, status, shopping and soap
operas.
