Vesely: Dotazal se, zda existuji nominace na pfedsedu studentské komory.
Piackova: Nominovala Martina Veselého.

Vesely: Nominaci pfijal. Zaroven zahaijil tajné hlasovani o pfedlozeném navrhu.

Fridrichova: Po séitani odevzdanych hlas( uvedla, Ze je hlasovani nutné zopakovat vzhledem
k neplatnému hlasovacimu listku. Ve druhém hlasovani byl ¢tyfmi hlasy zvolen Martin Vesely.

Usneseni: AS FSS MU zvolil nového mistopredsedu, predsedu studentské komory,
Bc. Martina Veselého.

2) Rozpocéet FSS MU na rok 2023 (predlozeno dékanem prof. PhDr. Stanislavem
Balikem, Ph.D.)

Dékan Balik: Pripomnél, Ze podle schvalenych pravidel pro sestavovani rozpoctu bylo
stanoveno rozpéti intervalu maximalniho poklesu (10 %) a maximalniho nartstu (25 %) pfinosu
jednotlivych pracovist. Ke korekci pfinost nemuselo pro tento rok dojit. Pfedal slovo tajemnici
fakulty.

Tajemnice Kadl¢kova: Upozornila na podklady k rozpoctu pro rok 2023, které byly ¢leniim AS
FSS MU k dispozici pfed zasedanim. Informovala o rozpoctu univerzity, ve kterém doSlo
k navySeni u pfispévku na pedagogickou a vzdélavaci €innost (zahrnoval také &astku
na dofinancovani nakladd na energie). Pfinos z institucionalni podpory na dlouhodoby
koncep&ni rozvoj vyzkumnych organizaci (DKRVO) zUstal ve stejné vysi.

Rozpocet fakulty je planovan jako neztratovy, s planovanym hospodarskym vysledkem
1 354 tis. K&. Ve srovnani s lofiskym rokem vzrostl pfinos ze vzdélavaci €innosti, ktery &ini
220 072 tis. KE. Celkovy pfinos FSS MU po odectu kooperované vyuky je 217 748 tis. K&. Podil
FSS na odvodech do centralizovanych zdroji MU ¢&ini 59 977 tis. K&.

Pfinos fakulty v oblasti institucionalni podpory na DKRVO v roce 2023, po odecteni
centralizované ¢astky na GAMU a centralizované aktivity souvisejici s védou a vyzkumem, €ini
67 038 tis. K&, tedy méné nez v roce 2022. Tato Castka je nasledné bez dalSich odectu
rozdélovana dovnitf fakulty.

Vysledna Castka, ktera se rozdéluje mezi pracovisté, je 156,082 mil. K&, bude délena
na stabilizaéni a motivacni slozku.

Pro letoSni rok byl celkovy pfinos vSech jednotlivych pracovist — souCet za pedagogickou
a vzdélavaci €innost a institucionalni podporu a porovnani s lorfiskym rokem — v dohodnutém
rozmezi maximalni poklesu 10 % a maximalniho narustu 25 %. Ke korekci tedy nemuselo dojit,
pFinos pracovisté je Cistym pfinosem. Odvody fakulty, na které se skladaji jednotliva pracovisté,
jsou max 43 % pfinosu pro dany kalendarni rok, letos je to 42,2 %, tedy v limitu.
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V investiéni Casti rozpoctu se olekava Cerpani ve vysi 9 mil. K& Planovana rekonstrukce
vodovodnich a kanaliza€nich rozvodl za¢ne v letoSnim roce a bude z poloviny financovana
z Fondu reprodukce investi¢niho majetku (5 mil. K¢&), druha polovina €astky byla pfislibena
z celouniverzitnich zdroja. Je planovan také nakup softwarl a serverl a stavebni Upravy
spojené s rozSifenim systému elektronického otevirani dvefi, a to v celkové vySi 4 mil. KE.

Horak: Podékoval tajemnici za vSechny informace a zahdijil hlasovani o predlozeném navrhu.

Usneseni: AS FSS MU projednal a schvalil navrh Rozpocétu FSS MU pro kalendarni rok
2023 ve znéni, které tvori prilohu zapisu.

3) Projednani vzniku studijniho programu Soudobé déjiny (predlozené dékanem
prof. PhDr. Stanislavem Balikem, Ph.D.)

Dékan: Omluvil prof. Jana Holzera, garanta navrhovaného studijniho programu, pro nemoc.
Informoval, Ze byl pfi vzniku akreditaCniho materialu, mize tedy reagovat na otazky a podnéty.
Zduraznil, Ze se jedna o prvni Bc. program univerzity koncipovany jako mezifakultni a zahrnujici
kooperaci nékolika kateder (Katedra mezinarodnich vztahd FSS MU, Katedra politologie FSS
MU, Historicky ustav FF MU). Jedna se podle néj o splnéni snu, ktery na fakulté byl uz asi
pred 17 lety, tehdy podana Zzadost v3ak byla zastavena.

Po dlouhé dobé se jedna o prvni tematické roz$ifeni studijniho zabéru FSS a po 20 letech, kdy
se drobila studijni nabidka, je to prvni program, ktery jde cestou spojovani a rozSifovani. Vedeni
fakulty si od tohoto programu slibuje, Ze pfivede potencialné nové uchazece, pro které to bude
nova vyzva pro€ studovat na FSS. Nemélo by dojit k poklesu studentl (politologie, mezinarodni
vztahy, Zurnalistika...). Stim je spojen fakt, Ze studijni program neni koncipovan jako
jednooborovy, ale podobné jako bezpec€nostni a strategicka studia nejsou v Bc. programu
jednooborem, povinné budou mit zajemci o Soudobé dé&jiny jiny program (na FSS, FF nebo jiné
fakulté MU).

Od samého zacatku se zdmérné neuvazuje o navazujicim Mgr. studijnim programu. V tuto chvili
uz je na FF MU specializace v ramci studia historie — moderni d&jiny. Cast absolventd by mohla
zamifit tam, nebo na mezinarodni vztahy, politologii, sociologii apod. V dobrém slova smyslu je
program zamyslen jako pomocna disciplina pro dalSi obory.

Poukazal na skute€nost, Ze oba hodnotitelé doporudili program k akreditaci a shledali, ze je
nadstandardné personalné zabezpecen a vystaven na praci odborniku.

Nastinil konkrétni fungovani — budou vyuZity jiz nastavené mechanismy pro rozdélovani financi
mezi FSS a FF.

Byla uskute¢néna velka reSerse témat, ktera se vyucuji na nejlepSich zahrani¢nich univerzitach
v programech soudobych déjin, ktera jsou vSude sou&asti studijnich programd (v CR by se
jednalo o prvni takovy program). Pfipravila se struktura, az v dalSim kole jednani se hledali
vyucujici. Dékan je pfesvédCen, ze takto ma studijni program vznikat.
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Nasledné vyzval k diskuzi.

Stojarova: Pfedeslala, Ze studijni program podpofi, vznesla vSak poznamku k otevirani novych
programl na FSS MU. Dotazala se, jak se k nému stavi vedeni fakulty. Vysvétlila, ze se ji to
jako Fadovému zaméstnanci prestava libit — pfidavaji se pfedméty v jinych programech a bude
se muset néCeho vzdat. Nechce se vzdavat svych studentli, obava se, ze nebude mit Cas
publikovat. Co se tyka rozvrhu — nabizi se okna v patek, nebo ve &tvrtek ve ve€ernich hodinach.
UCit a publikovat podle ni dostava akademiky do neunosné pozice.

Dékan: Odpovédél, Ze si tuto situaci uvédomuje a limity vnima. Na del$i dobu se bude jednat
o posledni nové otevirany program. Novy program podle néj nema rozdrobit stavajici nabidku,
ale pomoci vykrocit dale. Ma potencial, aby vytvofil nova pracovni mista. Vedeni fakulty sleduje
a vyviji tlak na to, aby byly v nabidce jen programy, o které je zdjem. Na programu jsou
sebehodnotici schizky, u jednoho nebo dvou programu se bude fesit jejich dalSi fungovani,
jelikoz prestavaji davat smysl, co se tyka poctu studentl, vyuziti u¢eben atd. To souvisi
i s rozvrhem — pfipomnél vznik tfi novych uceben, které nabidly asi 72 novych vyukovych oken
v ramci tydne. Je snaha navysit rozvrhovou kapacitu na fakulté.

Fridrichova: PolozZila otazku, jaky je plan pro nabidku povinné volitelnych pfedméta.

Dékan: Povinné voliteIné pfedméty budou nabizeny pro v§echny studenty sdilenych programu
(kromé oboru socialni prace a psychologie). Nebude to jednooborové studium, nemusi se tedy
téchto pfedmétd nabizet tolik, navic bude déleno mezi FSS a FF. Dékan véfi, Zze studenty, ktefi
obor absolvuji, zaujme atmosféra FSS a budou zde pokracovat i v Mgr. programu, coz pomuaze
sytit poptavku po studentech a vytizit programy.

Pinkova: Dotazala se, kde fyzicky bude probihat vyuka.

Dékan: Odpovédél, ze vyuka se bude délit napul. FSS ucitelé budou vyucovat zde, FF ucitelé
ve svych budovach. Studenti FF uz ted pfechazeji mezi Sesti budovami, pro né je to bézné.
PFfipomnél, Zze diky sjednoceni rozvrh( je toto pfechazeni mezi budovami bez problému mozné.

Smatera: Dotazal se, zda je v planu specialni propagace programu.

Dékan: Ujistil, ze bude specialni kampan. Zatim nelze zcela jisté pocitat s tim, Ze program bude
schvalen. Program musi projit AS FSS MU, VR FSS MU, radou pro vnitini hodnoceni a vSude
muze narazit. Propagace proto zatim neni konkrétné pfipravovana, ale jakmile/pokud bude
program schvalen, zane spoluprace komunikaéniho oddéleni s katedrami. Budou napf.
kontaktovani ugitelé d&jepisu na SS, osloveni ambasadofi, odstartuje online kampari apod.
Dékan zatim zaznamenal zajem mezi studenty FSS i stfednich Skol.

Smatera: PolozZil otazku na termin spusténi programu, zda se jedna o podzim 2024.
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Dékan: Odpovédél, ze se jedna o nejblizSi termin, kdy lze program otevfit. Pokud bude
akreditovan, bude zarfazen do béznych pfijimacek, nebude se pfidavat na posledni chvili.

Smatera: Poukazal na moznost zapoijit do propagace také FF MU a podé&koval za ptedlozené
informace.

Piackova: Vyjadfila nazor, Ze je pfipravovany program dost evropsky zaméfen. Chape ale, Ze
se jedna o dvouoborové studium.

Dékan: Odpovédél, Ze pfi tvorbé programu existoval jasny cil — tietina Ceskoslovensko a Ceska
republika, tfetina Evropa a zapad, tfetina svét. Litoval, Zze to z dolozenych material( neni ihned
vidét a pfislibil zapracovat na této skute¢nosti. Doplnil, ze z 12 pfedmétu se Ctyfi explicitné
vénuji neevropskému prostfedi a nebylo zameérem vytvofit eurocentricky program.

Smatera: Souhlasil, Ze napoprvé si také neuvédomil, Ze jsou témata v uvedenych predmétech
zahrnuta. Chape, zZe pojmenovani pfedmétd neni vzdy jednoduché.

Vesely: Poznamenal, Ze nabizené predméty nejsou zaméfené napr. na Indii a Cinu. Poukazal
na moznost kontaktovat externisty, aby byla v nabidce i tato témata.

Dékan: Zdlraznil, Ze se jedna o Bc. program a vyzval, aby nad nim pfitomni takto premysieli.
Program byl sestaven z vyucujicich dostupnych na obou fakultach. Akreditaéni material musi
byt doloZen pfedem, proto zatim nebyli oslovovani externisté. Upozornil také na ekonomické
divody — az bude mit program studenty, bude mozné zaplatit i externisty. Ke zminéné Cin&
a Indii — nejsou k dispozici specialni kurzy na dé&jiny USA po r. 1945, ani napf. Brazilie nebo
Latinské Ameriky. PFfi tvorbé programu se postupovalo spiSe prufezovymi tématy
nez jednotlivymi zemémi. Prostor neni prilis velky (60 povinnych kreditd), proto byla zvolena
optika arealovych studii.

Krpec: Zjeho pohledu spociva pokrokovost nového programu vtom, Ze to budou déjiny
19. a 20. stoleti z pohledu 21. stoleti, pohled respektujici vztahy. Pokud budou zkoumany
vztahy, budou v interakci s vychodem a zapadem, i s vlivem Ciny apod. Nemysli si, Ze by
programu prospély predméty chronologicky se zabyvaijici Indii a Cinou, mnohem duleZit&jsi je
vzajemna interakce.

Vesely: Uvedl, Ze byl Spatné& pochopen a je nyni klidngjsi. Dotazal se, zda se bude jednat
0 obdobi po roce 1945.

Dékan: Sdélil, ze se bude jednat o dé&jiny po roce 1945, v nékterych pfipadech vSak bude
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zahrnuto i 19. a 20. stoleti — neni v umyslu, aby si lidé mysleli, ze svét za€ina v r. 1945. Podobné
studijni programy v zahrani¢i zaCinaji také rokem 1945. Obdobi po r. 1989 bude rozsahem
podobné jaké obdobi 1945-1989, nebude tedy pfivazkem, ale integralni ¢asti studia.

Fridrichova: Doplnila, ze bude zajisténa kooperace s existujicimi programy, které jiz zahrnuji
tyto informace, studenti tedy k nim budou mit pfistup. Ujistila, Ze je kladen ddraz na pokryti
vS8ech oblasti, ale neni snadna prace hledat odborniky, ktefi vyuéuji o nékterych konkrétnich
svétovych oblastech.

Krpec: Pfipomnél, Ze fakulta ma stovky studentl v anglickych programech, kde vyu€ujici hovofi
k nezapadnimu publiku (z Asie, Afriky apod.). Vyucujici tedy maji zkuSenosti a umi vést
predméty tak, aby nebyly jednodimenzionaini.
Horak: Podékoval za predloZené informace, ukoncil diskuzi a zahdjil hlasovani o navrhu.
Usneseni: AS FSS MU souhlasi s navrhem vzniku studijniho programu Soudobé déjiny
(bakalarsky, prezenéni, v Ceském jazyce) predlozenym dne 20. 3. 2023 dékanem FSS MU
a doporucuje jej Védecké radé FSS MU ke schvaleni.

The programme was unanimously approved by the present members of the AS FSS MU.

1) Election of the Vice-Chairman of the AS FSS MU elected from the student chamber
Vesely: Asked if there were nominations for the Student Chamber President.

Piackova: She nominated Martin Vesely.

Vesely: Accepted the nomination. He also called for a secret ballot on the motion on the floor.

Fridrichova: After counting the votes cast, she stated that the vote needed to be repeated due
to an invalid ballot. On the second ballot, Martin Vesely was elected by four votes.
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Resolution: The AS FSS MU elected a new Vice-Chairman, the President of the Student
Chamber, Bc. Martin Vesely.

2) FSS MU budget for 2023 (submitted by the Dean prof. PhDr. Stanislav Balik, Ph.D.)

Dean Balik: He reminded that according to the approved budgeting rules, a range of maximum
decrease (10%) and maximum increase (25%) of the contribution of individual departments was
set. There was no need to adjust the benefits for this year. He turned the floor over to the faculty
secretary.

Faculty Bursar KadICkova: She drew attention to the budget documents for 2023, which were
available to FSS MU AS members prior to the meeting. She informed about the University's
budget, in which there was an increase in the contribution for teaching and learning activities (it
also included an amount for additional financing of energy costs). The contribution from
institutional support for long-term conceptual development of research organizations (DKRVO)
remained the same.

The Faculty's budget is planned as a non-loss budget, with a projected economic result of 1 354
thousand CZK. Compared to last year, the contribution from educational activities increased,
amounting to 220 072 thousand CZK. The total contribution of FSS MU after deduction of
cooperative education is 217 748 thousand CZK. The share of the FSS in the contributions to
the MU centralised resources amounts to 59 977 thousand CZK.

The contribution of the faculty in the area of institutional support for (DKRVO) in 2023, after
deduction of the centralised amount for GAMU and centralised activities related to science and
research, is 67 038 thousand CZK, this amount is subsequently distributed within the Faculty
without further deductions.

The resulting amount to be distributed among the departments is 156,082 million CZK, the
amount will be divided into a stabilisation and an incentive component.

For this year, the total contribution of all the individual departments - the sum of teaching and
learning activities and institutional support and the comparison with last year - was within the
agreed range of a maximum decrease of 10% and a maximum increase of 25%. Thus, no
adjustment had to be made; the departmental contribution is a net contribution. The faculty levy,
which is made up of individual departments, is a maximum of 43% of the contribution for the
calendar year; this year it is 42.2%, well within the limit.

The investment part of the budget is expected to be drawn down by 9 million CZK. The planned
reconstruction of water and sewerage distribution systems will start this year and will be half
financed from the Capital Asset Replacement Fund (5 million CZK)), the other half of the amount
has been pledged from university-wide sources. There are also plans to purchase software and
servers and construction work related to the expansion of the electronic door opening system,
for a total of 4 million. CZK.

Horak: He thanked the Secretary for all the information and called for a vote on the motion on
the floor.

Resolution: the FSS MU AS discussed and approved the draft FSS MU Budget for calendar
year 2023 as attached to the minutes.

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3) Discussion of the establishment of a study programme in Contemporary History (submitted
by the Dean, prof. PhDr. Stanislav Balik, Ph.D.)

Dean: He excused prof. Jan Holzer, the guarantor of the proposed study programme, for illness.
He informed that he had been present during the creation of the accreditation material and could
therefore respond to questions and suggestions.

He stressed that this is the first Bachelor's degree programme of the University designed as an
interfaculty programme and involving cooperation of several departments (Department of
International Relations of the Faculty of Social Sciences of MU, Department of Political Science
of the Faculty of Social Sciences of MU, Institute of History of the Faculty of Arts of MU).
According to him, this is the fulfiiment of a dream that was already present at the Faculty about
17 years ago, but the application submitted at that time was stopped.

After a long time, this is the first thematic expansion of the FSS study scope and the first
programme to go down the path of merging and expanding after 20 years of crumbling study
offerings. The faculty management hopes that this programme will bring potentially new
applicants for whom it will be a new challenge why to study at FSS. There should be no drop in
students (political science, international relations, journalism...). Related to this is the fact that
the study programme is not designed as a single-subject programme, but similarly to the fact
that Security and Strategic Studies is not a single-subject programme in the Bc. programme, it
will be compulsory for those interested in Contemporary History to take another programme (at
the FSS, FF or another MU faculty).

From the very beginning, there is deliberately no consideration of a follow-up Mgr. degree
programme. At the moment, there is already a specialisation within the study of history - modern
history at the MU Faculty of Arts. Some of the graduates could head there, or to international
relations, political science, sociology, etc. In a good sense, the programme is intended as an
auxiliary discipline for other disciplines.

He pointed out that both evaluators had recommended the program for accreditation and found
it to be overstaffed and exposed to the work of professionals.

He outlined the specific operation - the mechanisms already set up to allocate funding between
FSS and FF will be used.

A major research was carried out on topics taught in the best foreign universities in
contemporary history programmes, which are part of the curricula everywhere (this would be
the first such programme in the Czech Republic). A structure was prepared, and only in the next
round of negotiations were teachers sought. The Dean is convinced that this is how a degree
programme should be developed.

He then called for discussion.

Stojarova: She stated that she would support the study programme, but raised a comment on
the opening of new programmes at FSS MU. She asked how the faculty leadership felt about it.
She explained that as a rank-and-file employee, she was getting tired of it - they were adding
courses in other programs and she would have to give something up. She doesn't want to give
up her students; she is concerned that she won't have time to publish. Regarding scheduling -
windows on Friday or Thursday evenings are offered. She feels teaching and publishing puts
academics in an untenable position.

Dean: Responded that he is aware of the situation and perceives the limits. This will be the last

newly opened programme for quite some time. He said the new programme is not intended to
fragment the current offerings but to help move forward. It has the potential to create new jobs.
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Faculty leadership is monitoring and pushing to ensure that only programmes that are in
demand are offered. Self-evaluation meetings are on the agenda, and one or two programmes
will be addressed for their continued operation as they no longer make sense in terms of student
numbers, classroom utilization, etc. This is also related to scheduling - he recalled the creation
of three new classrooms that offered about 72 new learning windows within a week. There is
an effort to increase scheduling capacity at the college.

Fridrichova: Asked what the plan is for offering required electives.

Dean: Required electives will be offered for all students in shared programmes (except Social
Work and Psychology). It will not be a single major, so there may not be as many of these
courses offered, plus it will be split between FSS and FF. The dean believes that students who
take the major will be attracted to the FSS atmosphere and will continue here in the Mgr.
programme, which will help saturate the demand for students and keep the programmes busy.

Pinkova: She asked where physically the classes will be held.

Dean: Responded that the classes will be splitin half. FSS teachers will teach here, FF teachers
in their buildings. FF students are already transitioning between the six buildings, it is common
for them. He noted that the unification of schedules makes this transition between buildings
seamless.

Smatera: Asked if there is a plan for special promotion of the programme.

Dean: Assured that there will be a special campaign. We cannot count on the programme being
approved quite yet. The programme has to go through the FSS MU AS, the FSS MU SC, the
Internal Review Board, and it may crash everywhere. Therefore, the promotion is not yet
specifically prepared, but as soon as/if the programme is approved, the cooperation of the
communication department with the departments will start. For example, history teachers at
secondary schools will be contacted, ambassadors will be approached, an online campaign will
be launched, etc. So far, the Dean has noted interest among FSS and high school students.

Smatera: Asked about the launch date for the programme, whether it is Fall 2024.

Dean: He replied that this is the earliest date that the programme can be opened. If it is
accredited, it will be included in the regular admissions process; it will not be added at the last
minute.

Smatera: He pointed out the possibility to involve Faculty of Arts MU in the promotion and
thanked for the information presented.

Piackova: Expressed the opinion that the upcoming programme is quite European-oriented.
However, she understands that it is a double major.

Dean: He replied that when the programme was designed there was a clear goal - one third
Czechoslovakia and the Czech Republic, one third Europe and the West, one third the world.
He regretted that this was not immediately apparent from the documented materials and
promised to work on this. He added that of the 12 courses, four explicitly dealt with non-
European environments and it was not the intention to create a Eurocentric program.
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Smatera: Agreed that he also did not realize at first that there were topics covered in those
courses. He understands that naming subjects is not always easy.

Vesely: Noted that the courses offered are not focused on India and China, for example. He
pointed out the possibility of contacting freelancers to ensure that these topics are included in
the offerings. He understands that world history makes up one-third of the courses in the
programme offered, but it still strikes him as a Eurocentric view. He does not find it sufficient.

Dean: Emphasized that this is a Bc. programme and urged those present to think of it that way.
The programme was drawn from the teaching available in both faculties. The accreditation
material must be documented in advance, so no externs have yet been approached. He also
pointed out the economic reasons - once the programme has students, it will be possible to pay
for externs. Regarding China and India - there are no special courses on US history after 1945,
nor on Brazil or Latin America, for example. In designing the programme, cross-cutting themes
rather than individual countries were followed. Space is not very large (60 required credits), so
the optics of area studies were chosen.

Krpec: From his perspective, the progressiveness of the new programme lies in the fact that it
will be 19th and 20th century history from a 21st century perspective, a view that respects
relationships. If relationships are explored, they will be in interaction with East and West, and
the influence of China, etc. He does not think that the programme would benefit from courses
chronologically dealing with India and China; the interaction is much more important.

Vesely: He stated that he was misunderstood and is calmer now. He asked if the post-1945
period would be covered.

Dean: He said that it will be a post-1945 history, but in some cases the 19th and 20th centuries
will be included - it is not the intention for people to think that the world begins in 1945. Similar
study programmes in abroad also begin in 1945. The post-1989 period will be similar in scope
to the 1945-1989 period, so it will not be an add-on but an integral part of the study.

Fridrichova: She added that there will be cooperation with existing programmes that already
include this information, so students will have access to it. She assured that there is an
emphasis on covering all areas, but it is not an easy job to find experts who teach about some
specific areas of the world.

Krpec: Reminded that faculty have hundreds of students in English programmes where the
instructors speak to non-Western audiences (from Asia, Africa, etc.). So the teachers have
experience and know how to teach courses in a way that is not one-dimensional.

Horak: Thanked for the information presented, closed the discussion and opened the vote on
the motion.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU agrees with the proposal for the establishment of a study
programme in Contemporary History (full-time Bachelor's degree, in Czech language) submitted
on 20 March 2023 by the Dean of the FSS MU and recommends it to the Scientific Council of
the FSS MU for approval.

4) Miscellaneous
a) Sunshine Tea Room

Smatera: He stated that a total of four students have come forward and expressed interest in
reviving the tea room. They had information about the previous operation, continuity would be
maintained. He passed on contacts for the students to get together and outline a specific plan
for operation.

Dean: Thanked them for the information and the meeting. Reminded that the entire space may
not be used. There is also, for example, a demand for a rest area for staff.

b) Program Councils

Piackova: She reported that the Environmental Studies Program Council will need to be
completed. Student Aron TkadleCek has left for Erasmus, the student body has found a
replacement, but no resignation has taken place yet, so a formal search round has not started.

Dean: Assessed that the current state of replenishment of programme boards is not ideal. He
expressed the feeling that the Senate is constantly adding to the programme councils and it is
putting a burden on everyone involved.

Souralova: Added that she had spoken with the department chair about the situation and
reminded that nothing can be done without a resignation in the meantime. She said the situation
is not entirely happy; new nominations are still being written. She drew attention to the formal
process of adding to the departmental councils - if a student who wants to be on a departmental
council approaches the AS FSS MU SK, they need to be informed that this agenda is no longer
handled by the student chamber alone. The Head of the Study Department sends out a mass
email to students of the programme inviting them to send nominations.

Dean: Reminded that this is a recommendation process only. He stated that he himself has not
once gone against a proposal. He stated this as to the fairness of the process - the Dean does
not have to nominate the nominated member.

c) Election of the Dean.

Vesely: Reminded that the deadline for applications for the position of Dean is approaching.
The Student Body plans to open a discussion thread with the candidates. He asked the AS
Chair to send him the names of the candidates after the applications close. Vice-Dean
Souralova could send an informational email to students, he said.

Souralova: She stated that sending the email is not a problem and suggested that the Chief
Student Affairs Officer could possibly send it as well.
