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1) Podminky pfijimaciho Fizeni na FSS MU v akademickém roce 2023/2024

Dékan Balik: Uvedl, Zze se jedna o podstatné zmény pro pfijimaci fizeni do Bc. studijnich
programda, avizovaneé jiz v loniském roce. Pfipomnél, Zze zména v podminkach pfijimaciho fizeni
byla také soucasti jeho volebniho programu na dalSi funkéni obdobi. Pfi pfipravé byly vyslySeny
navrhy z kateder, material byl opakované a podrobné& projednan na kolegiu dékana, kde byl
schvalen a ma podporu vSech vedoucich kateder.

Souralova: Upozornila na hlavni rysy zmén v pfijimacim fizeni do Bc. ¢eskych studijnich
programu. Nové se jedna o dva typy Fizeni: pfijimaci fizeni pro vSechny obory s vyjimkou
jednooborového planu psychologie (PSY01) a hlavniho studijniho planu psychologie (PSY02)
a poté pfijimaci Fizeni do jednooborového planu psychologie (PSY01) a hlavniho studijniho
planu psychologie (PSY02).

Uchazec€i o jiné obory nez psychologie by byli pfijimani na zakladé testd ZSV (k upusténi
od testl OSP uvedla, Ze se opakované se vyskytly vytky k vysokym cenam pfijimaciho fizeni
na FSS; na zakladé analyzy bylo navic zjisténo, Ze pokud je uchaze€ uspésny u jednoho testu,
je uspésny i u druhého).

Dle novych podminek by bylo uznavano celkem 11 termin( testd. V pfipadé pfijimani
na zakladé SOC by doslo k rozsifeni uznavanych soutézi.

Pro pfijimaci fizeni do planu psychologie byly aplikovany podminky dle katedry
psychologie: kombinace testd OSP a ZSV se zménou jejich poméru (nové s vahou 70 % OSP,
30 % ZSV), a to ve dvou terminech. Pro pfijeti bez pfijimaci zkousky by bylo nezbytné umisténi
do tfetiho mista ustfedniho kola vybranych péti oboru.

Pro podminky pfijeti do navazujiciho magisterského studia se nic neméni, nové nebude
na zadost vedouciho katedry sociologie vypsan program Sociology.

Zmén dozna prijimaci fizeni do Bc. anglickych program( Global Challenges: Society, Politics,
Environment, Politics, Media and Communication a International Relations and European
Politics (dodani pozadovanych dokumentl, dolozeni pozadované urovné anglického jazyka
a v pripadé IREP transkript znamek ze SS, motivaéni dopis a nasledné online interview).
Doktorské studijni programy zUstavaji beze zmén.

Balik: Doplnil, Ze rozdéleni na dva typy fizeni souvisi také s obrovskym zdjmem o psychologii.
Zajemci o psychologii nechtéji studovat jiné obory, na rozdil od studentu, ktefi maji zajem
o studium socialnich véd obecné. Dopfedu pfedeslal, Ze podminky pfijimaciho fizeni budou
v pfiStim roce revidovany.

K uvedenému dale vysvétlil, Ze katedra sociologie ma dva anglické studijni programy (kromé
Sociology i Culture of Sociology), které se &aste¢né prekryvaji, a doslo k vyhodnoceni, ze neni
racionalni ponechat oba programy. Jedna se také o racionalizaci ve vyuziti mistnosti, jak bylo
diskutovano dfive.

Dékan také pritomné informoval, Ze jej kontaktovala spole¢nost SCIO s pfipominkami ohledné
noveého pfijimaciho fizeni na FSS a hodnotila interni podklady k planovanym zménam.
Vysvétlil, ze zmé&na ma jasné mysSlenkové zazemi: z vétsi Casti se piekryvaji vysledky v testech
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OSP a ZSV. Prijimaci fizeni je drahé, v pfedvolebnim programu slibil zménu pro studenty
s horSim finan¢nim zazemim. Finan¢né naroCnéjsi jsou dle néj testy OSP (a jeho pfipravné
testy a kurzy, zatimco ZSV je mnohem vice zavislé na studiu). Mezi vysledky ve studiu
a vysledky v pfijimacich zkouSkach neni silna souvislost ani u OSP, ani u ZSV, avSak lehce
Zminil, Ze se cela fada programu napf. na FF vraci k oborovym testiim, jelikoz studenti nemaji
motivaci ke studiu daného oboru (maji pfedpoklady ke studiu, ale ne k danému oboru).
Uzavrel, Ze se tedy jedna o cely balik divod( ke zméné.

Horak: Oteviel diskuzi.
Vesely: Pozadal o zaslani dopisu od spole¢nosti SCIO.
Balik: Odpovédél, ze tento dopis nebude zvefejhovat, byl uréeny jemu a prodékance Souralové.

Vesely: Uvedl, ze na kolegiu dékana zaznamenal vyhrady prof. Rabusice k analyze. Dopfedu
avizoval, ze se zdrzi hlasovani o navrhu. MySlenka sniZzeni finanéni naro€nosti je mu
sympaticka, zaznamenal vSak vyhrady.

Balik: Sdélil, ze rozumi boji za byznys spolecnosti SCIO, ktera argumentuje proti skrtnuti OSP
u velké ¢asti studijnich program( a v pfipadé psychologie argumentuje proti vyuziti pouze dvou
termind. Uvedl, Ze nechce zbyte¢né vyuzivat dva testy, pokud staCi jeden a chce umoznit
studium i finanéné znevyhodnénym studenttiim.

Pfipomnél, Ze na kolegiu dékana prof. Rabusic informoval, Ze jeho vytky nemifi k tomu, zda
ZSV predikuje l1épe. Pfipomnél, Zze k prvni podobné analyze doslo uz asi pfed 11 lety a uz tehdy
bylo zméfeno, Ze statisticky silnéjsi vztah mezi vysledky ve studiu je pravé u ZSV.

Fridrichova: Zhodnotila navrh jako sympaticky. Vzpomnéla na své pfijimaci fizeni — vi, za co
platila, co se ucila sama, vysledky OSP a ZSV byly podobné. Vzdy bude fandit zplsobu Fizeni,
ktery bude na konkrétnimu studentovi, a ne na servisni organizaci. Nesympatické je ji, Ze tato
spole¢nost zacina ovliviiovat fizeni.

Souralova: Podotkla, Ze v poslednich letech, pokud by fakulta pfijimala studenty podle nového
modelu, mohlo by byt pfijato o 13 studentd vice ze SOS. Nejedna se tedy podle ni
o znevyhodnéni studentl stfednich odbornych $kol, ktefi za sebou nemaji nékolik let studia
ZSV.

Krpec: Testy OSP podle né&j plsobi jako test inteligence, avdak neplati to — tréninkem je student
schopen vyznamné ovlivnit vysledek v OSP.

1) Conditions of the admission procedure to the FSS MU in the academic year 2023/2024

2) Annual report on the management of the FSS MU for the year 2022
3) Approval of a new member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee

The agenda was unanimously approved by the present FSS MU AS members.

1) Conditions of admission to the FSS MU in the academic year 2023/2024

Dean Balik: He said that the changes were essential for the admission to the Bc. programmes,
announced last year. He reminded that the change in the admission procedure conditions was
also part of his election programme for the next term. In preparation, suggestions from the
departments were heard, the material was discussed repeatedly and in detail at the Dean's
College, where it was approved and has the support of all department heads.
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Souralova: She drew attention to the main features of the changes in the admission procedure
to the Bc. czech programmes. There are now two types of procedures: the admission procedure
for all disciplines except for the single-discipline plan of psychology (PSY01) and the major plan
of psychology (PSY02), and then the admission procedure for the single-discipline plan of
psychology (PSY01) and the major plan of psychology (PSY02).

Applicants for majors other than psychology would be admitted on the basis of the PSY tests
(OSP noted that there have been repeated complaints about the high cost of admission to the
FSS; in addition, analysis has found that if an applicant is successful on one test, he or she is
successful on the other).

Under the new conditions, a total of 11 test dates would be recognised. In the case of admission
on the basis of the SOC, there would be an extension of the recognised competitions.

For admission to the psychology curriculum, the conditions according to the Department of
Psychology were applied: a combination of the OSP and ZSV tests with a change in their ratio
(now with a weighting of 70% OSP, 30% ZSV), in two terms. To be admitted without an entrance
exam, a placement in the third place of the central round of the five selected courses would be
necessary.

There will be no change for the admission conditions for the follow-up Master's programme, and
the Sociology programme will not be announced anymore at the request of the Head of the
Department of Sociology.

There will be changes in the admission procedure for Bc. Global Challenges: Society, Politics,
Environment, Media and Communication and International Relations and European Politics
(delivery of the required documents, proof of the required level of English and in the case of
IREP a transcript of grades from secondary school, a motivation letter and a subsequent online
interview).

Doctoral programmes remain unchanged.

Balik: He added that the division into two types of management is also related to the huge
interest in psychology. Those interested in psychology do not want to study other disciplines,
unlike students who are interested in studying social sciences in general. He anticipated that
the admission requirements would be revised next year.

He further explained that the Department of Sociology has two English degree programmes
(besides Sociology and Culture of Sociology), which overlap partially, and there was an
assessment that it was not rational to retain both programmes. This is also a rationalization in
room usage as discussed earlier.

The Dean also informed those present that he had been contacted by SCIO with comments on
the new FSS admissions process and evaluation of internal documents on the planned changes.
He explained that the change has a clear thought process behind it: for the most part, there is
an overlap in the results in the OSP and ZSV tests. The admissions process is expensive; he
promised in the election manifesto to change it for students with less financial background.
According to him, the OSP tests (and its preparatory tests and courses) are more financially
demanding, while the ZSV is much more dependent on studies. There is not a strong correlation
between study results and entrance exam results for either OSP or ZSV, but a slightly stronger
correlation for ZSV. All of this together was behind the decision to change the admissions
procedure.

He mentioned that a number of programmes, e.g. at the Faculty of Arts, are reverting to subject
tests because students are not motivated to study a given subject (they have the aptitude to
study, but not the subject).

He concluded that there is therefore a whole package of reasons for change.
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Horak: He opened the discussion.
Vesely: Asked for a letter from SCIO to be sent.

Balik: Responded that he would not publish this letter, it was addressed to him and Vice-Dean
Souralova.

Vesely: Said that he had noted Prof. RabusSic's reservations about the analysis at the Dean's
College. He announced in advance that he would abstain from voting on the proposal. He was
sympathetic to the idea of reducing the financial burden, but noted his reservations.

Balik: He said he understands the fight for business by SCIO, which is arguing against cutting
OSP for a large number of degree programs and in the case of psychology, arguing against
using only two terms. He stated that he does not want to use two tests unnecessarily if one is
enough and wants to allow financially disadvantaged students to study.

He recalled that Prof. Rabus$ic had informed the Dean's College that his criticisms were not
directed at whether the ZSV predicts better. He recalled that the first similar analysis occurred
about 11 years ago and even then it was measured that the statistically stronger relationship
between academic performance was with ZSV.

Fridrichova: She rated the proposal as sympathetic. She recalled her admissions process - she
knows what she paid for, what she taught herself, the results of OSP and ZSV were similar. She
will always be in favor of a method of management that will be up to the individual student and
not the service organization. She resents the fact that this company is starting to influence
management. She stated that the only thing the faculty should be concerned about is whether
they will lose skillful students. However, she said there is potential for skillful students in the
proposal and the faculty wants more of these students.

Souralova: She noted that in recent years, if the faculty were to admit students under the new
model, 13 more students could be admitted from the high school. Therefore, she said, this is
not a disadvantage for high school students who do not have several years of ZSV behind them.

Krpec: He said the OSP tests act as a test of intelligence, but this is not true - through training,
a student is able to significantly influence their OSP score. He used a sports analogy where the
student pays the referee to get to the baseline (bonus training programs, learning typical
examples discovered on OSP tests). He finds the arguments interesting, and SCIO's response
predictable and logical.

KaSparova: She added a parent's actual experience - the student had applied to different
schools, had been preparing for admission for a year without the basics of ZSV from high school,
and the cost of applications was high. She said that even in Brno there are universities where
admission is based on an hour-long online test without a camera (and for a field comparable to
the field at FSS) and students look for answers on the internet. People who are motivated to
study any field know about it. People who are motivated to study and study at FSS know that
there is a different quality. The difference on entry and on motivation is significant, she said.
She stated that she wanted to share her experience, based on which she is not worried that the
faculty has low quality students because these students have the option to go elsewhere without
effort.
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Balik: In the ensuing discussion, he added that in the case of the two English degree programs
that will now require proof of the required level of English language proficiency, this is a pilot
admissions process that will be evaluated and revised after an appropriate period of time so
that the admissions process makes sense and students who do not have the prerequisites to
study are filtered out.

Stojarova: She mentioned the low level of basic knowledge of students in the Global Challenges:
Society, Politics, Environment and Politics, Media and Communication programme. In her
opinion, these students are often unclear about what they want to study and choose this
particular programme without the necessary knowledge. Consequently, the teaching is very
frustrating for the teachers.

Balik: He pointed out that these are students admitted on the basis of the current admission
process. A suitable method of admission is being sought and tested, unfortunately the
subsequent evaluation takes time. He assured that if the new method does not work, the faculty
management will not suffer from unnecessary sentiments and the conditions will be changed.
Suchy: He added that by strengthening other tools (improving payment morality), it will be
possible to weed out those for whom the motivation for studying is only to get a visa to EU
countries.

Horak: He opened the vote on the proposal.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU discussed and approved the Terms and Conditions of the
admission procedure at the FSS MU in the academic year 2023/24 in the wording attached to
the minutes.

2) Annual report on the management of the FSS MU for the year 2022

Dean Balik: He excused the Faculty Bursar P. Kadl¢kova due to illness. The content of the
prepared annual management report was available to AS members in advance, so he invited

discussion.

Horak: As there were no additional questions or comments from those present, he opened the
voting.

Resolution: The FSS MU AS discussed and approved the FSS MU Annual Financial Report for
2022 as attached to the minutes.

(9 for, 0 against, 0 abstentions)

3) Approval of the new member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee
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Dean Balik: Reminded that the topic of payment morality had already been raised. The faculty
has no patience with chronic non-payers and therefore decided to use the tools it has, i.e.
disciplinary proceedings. He informed that two more cases are currently being dealt with. One
of the student members of the committee, Bc. EliSka Berankova, has been employed by the
Department, which will terminate her mandate. Therefore, the Dean approached the head of
the department where the outgoing member of the commission is studying, and he proposed
student Bc. The Dean agreed with his proposal. If approved, she would be appointed to the
position immediately with a two-year term.

Horak: He opened the vote.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU notes the termination of the mandate of the member of the
Disciplinary Committee of the FSS MU Bc. Eliska Berankova. Agrees that the Dean of the FSS
MU appoint a new member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee Bc. Barbora Kalinova (UCO
539454).

(9 for, 0 against, 0 abstentions)

4) Miscellaneous

a) Proposal for a change in the election of the Dean

Krpec: He informed that, following the last election of the Dean, he proposes a change to the
internal regulations, specifically Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the AS FSS MU
concerning the deadline for announcing the election of the Dean (now at least three months
before the end of the current Dean's term) and the method of submitting the application (now
only electronically), in order to simplify the process overall.

Balik: after subsequent discussion by Senate members, thanked for the proposal and pointed
out that changes to bylaws must be announced in advance. He therefore proposed that this
item be discussed at the next AS meeting, to which the Senate members agreed.

b) Announcement of elections to the AS FSS MU

Horak: He stated that the AS elections will be announced at the next meeting. The date of the
elections will be around mid-October.

Balik: Thanked for the initiative. He informed that on June 5, 2023, the Rector of the University
will appoint him the Dean for a second term with the presence of the Chairman of the AS FSS
MU.
