Mistopredsedkyné AS FSS MU Miejnkova: Pfivitala pfitomné a zahjjila jednani. Pfipomnéla,
Ze predseda senétu T. VojtiSek dokonéil studium — jeho mandét je tedy pferusen a bude znovu
aktivovan po zapisu do doktorského studia.

Predstavila pfipraveny program jednani. Uvedla, ze oproti pavodnimu planu byl pfidan bod
rezignace dr. Petry Mlejnkové na funkci a nasledné volba nové pfedsedkyné / nového predsedy
Akademické komory AS FSS MU.

K navrzenému programu jednani nebyly vzneseny pfipominky a byl odsouhlasen vSemi
pfitomnymi ¢leny senétu.

2) RozsSireni studijniho programu Socialni prace

Souralova: Pfipomnéla, ze materialy méli ¢lenové senatu pfedem k dispozici v podkladech pro
jednani. VSechny studijni programy prochazely velkym vnitfnim hodnocenim, pionyry tohoto
hodnoceni byly programy na KSPSP, z nich vzeSly nejvétsi zmény (senat jiz projednaval
program PER). U programu Socialni prace byla identifikovana potfeba zmény, ale nebyla natolik
velka, aby §la cestou samostatného programu. Program pro$el zasadni inovaci — jedna se tedy
o0 jeho rozsifeni. Povoleni z MPSV fakulta obdrzela, nyni je na fadé projednani senatu.

Kubaléikova: Podotkla, Ze socialni prace vzdélava v tzv. regulovaném zaméstnani, podobné
jako psychologie, potfebujeme schvaleni rezortniho ministerstva, tedy MPSV, bez toho by
program nebylo mozné realizovat. Doplnila, Zze kromé obsahu je dllezité také to, ze se uz
ve vztahu k MU katedra fidila doporu¢enim na prekreditovani tak, aby studijni zatéz odpovidala
kreditam.

Balik: Upresnil, Zze zanikaji dil¢i specializa¢ni plany, zjednoduSuje se struktura programu.
Fakticky to znamena, Ze vznika novy studijni plan, nespecializa¢ni. Je za to rad, struktura

nebyla srozumitelna. Budeme nabizet jednoduché, pfehledné studium.

Kubaléikova: Na zavér dodala, Ze impulz vzesSel i z programovych rad — bylo to nejednoznacné
i pro uchazece a studenty. Mit celkem osm studijnich specializaci jiz nedavalo smysl.

Mlejnkova: Podékovala za veSkeré informace a otevrela diskuzi. Do té se vSak nikdo
nepfihlasil, zahajila proto hlasovani.

Usneseni: AS FSS MU souhlasi s navrhem rozsireni studijniho programu Socialni prace
(navazujici magistersky, prezenéni a kombinovany, v ¢eském jazyce) o jednooborové
studijni plany Socialni prace (prezenéni a kombinovany) predlozenym dne 17. 6. 2024
dékanem FSS MU a doporucuje jej Védecké radé FSS MU ke schvaleni.

3) Podminky prijimaciho fizeni na FSS MU v akademickém roce 2024/2025
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Balik: Uvedl, Ze se jedna se o podminky pfijimacich fizeni do rliznych typl studia. Materiél
sumarizuje praci vedeni i tfi prodékand, s ¢asti senatu se nad nékterymi body vedeni fakulty
seslo.

Shrnul: v Bc. studiu se jedna o marginalni zménu, kterd ma vliv na organizaci studia uvnitf
fakulty. Otevird se pouze jednooborovy studijni plan psychologie, nebude mozné studium
sdruzené (maior a minor). VétSina studentl stala o pfesun do jednooborového studia, coz bylo
nasledné komplikované. Asi 90 % studentl bylo v jednooborovém studiu, zbytek rozdélen
do maioru a minoru. V loriském roce byly odliSeny podminky pfijimaciho fizeni pro psychologii
vs. pro ostatni studijni programy na fakulté. Komunika¢né to bylo nezvladatelné. Tento navrh
vzesel z KPSY, vedeni jej akceptovalo.

Ceské NMgr. — nejedna se ani tak 0 zménu, ale o vétsi transparentnost. Dfive byly dostupné
jen zékladni, obecné informace, dale se komunikovalo pfimo s uchazeci. Vedeni fakulty vse
sumarizovalo a systematizovalo — pojmenovaly se modely, které se na fakulté pouzivaji
(pisemna zkouska, posuzovani materiall, pisemna zkouska + posuzovani materiald).

Doktorské studium — beze zmén.

Bc. studijni programy v anglickém jazyce — fakulta byla nucena reagovat na zménu na strané
Ministerstva zahrani€i ve véci udélovani viz. To zlstava zachovano, nové se SCIO zkouska
aplikuje také ve vétSiné NMgr. programu, u dvou programu zlstava rozhovor a posuzovani
eseje. VSe bylo dostupné v podkladech.

Sjednoceny byly také podminky pro ¢eské a anglické programy — po ¢eskych studentech se
pozadovala Uroven jazyka C1. Vedeni fakulty se s vedoucimi kateder shodlo, ze na vystupu
z NMgr. studia bude pozadovana jazykova Uroveri C1, na vstupu alespori B2. Bude tak
narovnana nerovnost, ke které doslo vyvojem.

Doslo tedy ke zménam, dokument je zivy, reflektuje to, co se déje kolem nas i na fakulté. Kazdy
rok vedeni vyhodnocuje, co funguje a co ne. Obdobné se k tomu chce stavét i v dalSich letech.
Nejvétsim experimentem budou SCIO zkousky pro NMgr. programy. Pokud by toto bylo
vyhodnoceno jako nefunkéni, bude to vedeni reflektovat a podminky dale projednavat.

Mlejnkova: Podékovala za Uvodni informace a otevrela diskuzi.

Polak: Dotazal se, jak dopadla diskuze, kterou iniciovala SKAS, napf. kolik bude uznavano
pokusU u pfijimaciho fizeni do Bc. studia v ¢eském jazyce?

Souralova: Odpovédéla, ze diskuze mezi SKAS a vedenim fakulty skoncila dobfe — G€astnici
se shodli, Ze mé smysl pokra¢ovat v nastaveném systému. Upfesnila, Ze bylo prodiskutovano,
pro¢ je dllezité mit v nabidce tolik termin( (propagace, konkurence, nezvySovani stresu
u uchaze€l a uchazecek). Rozedli se stim, Zze SKAS chape duvody, které k tomu vedeni
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vedou.

Balik: Informoval, ze prdmérny pocet vyuzitych termind je 1,96, tedy dva terminy. Néjaka
skupina uchazec&l asi vyuzije pét pokusu, existuje i skupina téch, ktefi jdou na jednu zkousku,
ale plati — komunika¢né je zapotfebi co nejvétsi jednoduchost. Vime, jak je pro uchazece tézké
se ve vSem zorientovat, které terminy se uznavaji, kde se co podava a kdy. Timto jsme si
prochazeli v minulych letech a byla to negativni zkuSenost, a nejedna se o banalni rozmér.
Dillezité je také odfiltrovani stresu, pfedbézné posouzeni toho, na co uchaze¢ ma anaco
nema, podle toho zvolit strategii k pfijimacimu fizeni. Srovnal s pfijimacim fizenim na stfednich
Skolach — dle poslednich diskuzi by bylo idealni nejdfiv slozit zkousky, poté se rozhodnout, kam
se prihlasit. Takto jsme pionyfi ve své oblasti — v lednovych terminech uchaze¢iim davame tuto
moznost — diky pfed¢asnéjSimu terminu pfijimacek si mohou regulovat pfihlasky (podat
pfihlasku nékam, na co by si dfive nevéfili, nebo naopak).

Mlejnkova: Uzavrela diskuzi a zahajila hlasovani.

Usneseni: AS FSS MU projednal a schvalil Podminky prijimaciho fizeni na FSS MU
v akademickém roce 2024/25 ve znéni, které tvori prilohu zapisu.

V Cervenci bude fakulta uplné uzaviena a zaméstnanci budou pracovat na déalku.
Jednou tydné budou mit neakademicti zaméstnanci moznost vyzvednout poStu,
nezbytné véci Ci postarat se o kvétiny. V srpnu bude fakulta oteviené&jsi, nicméné stale
staveni$tém — neakademicti pracovnici se budou stfidat na pracovisti, akademické
pracovniky vedeni vybizi, aby v srpnu zlstali doma, v budové to bude stale naro¢né.
V Cervenci mohou akademicti pracovnici pracovat na Komenského namésti 2 — bude
zde rezervovana velka mistnost, kde budou moci po pfihlaseni pfedem pracovat, pokud
to doma neni mozné.

The agenda was approved by all present members of AS FSS MU.

1) Opening

AS FSS MU Vice-Chair Mlejnkova: She welcomed the attendees and opened the meeting. She
reminded that Senate Chair T. VojtiS8ek had finished his studies - his mandate was therefore

interrupted and would be reactivated after enrolment in doctoral studies.

She presented the prepared agenda. She stated that compared to the original plan, the item of
dr. Petra Mlejnkova's resignation from her position and the subsequent election of a new Chair

of the Academic Chamber of the AS FSS MU had been added.
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There were no comments on the proposed agenda and it was approved by all Senate members
present.

2) Expansion of the Social Work degree programme

Souralova: She reminded that the materials were previously available in the meeting materials.
All degree programs were undergoing a major internal review, the pioneers of this review were
the programs at KSPSP, and the biggest changes came from them (the Senate had already
discussed the PER program). For the Social Work program, the need for change was identified,
but it was not large enough to go the route of a separate program. The program has undergone
major innovation - so this is an expansion of the program. Faculty have received permission
from the MPSV and now it is up to the Senate for consideration.

Kubal&ikova: She pointed out that social work educates in so-called regulated employment,
similar to psychology, we need the approval of the departmental ministry, i.e. the Ministry of
Labour and Social Affairs, without which the programme could not be implemented. She added
that in addition to the content, it is also important that the department has already followed the
recommendation for reaccreditation in relation to MU so that the course load matches the
credits.

Balik: Clarified that the sub-specialization plans are disappearing, simplifying the structure of
the program. Effectively, this means that a new curriculum is being created, a non-specialization
curriculum. He is glad for that, the structure was not clear. We will offer a simple, clear study.

KubalCikova: She added that the impetus also came from the program councils — it was
ambiguous for applicants and students. Having a total of eight study specialisations no longer
made sense.

Mlejnkovéa: She thanked everyone for all the information and opened the discussion. However,
no one came forward to participate, so she opened the vote.

Resolution: the AS FSS MU agrees with the proposal to extend the study programme Social
Work (full-time and combined, in Czech language) by the single-subject study plans Social Work
(full-time and combined) submitted on 17 June 2024 by the Dean of the FSS MU and
recommends it to the Scientific Board of the FSS MU for approval.

3) Conditions of admission to the FSS MU in the academic year 2024/2025

Balik: Said that these are the conditions of admission to different types of studies. The material
summarizes the work of the management and the three Vice-Deans, and the faculty
management met with part of the Senate over some points.

He summarized that the Bc. studies, this is a marginal change that affects the organization of
studies within the faculty. Only a single-discipline curriculum in psychology is being opened; it
will not be possible to have a combined study (major and minor). The majority of students were
interested in moving to a single-subject major, which was subsequently complicated.
Approximately 90% of the students were in the single major, with the remainder split into a major
and a minor. Last year, the admission requirements for psychology vs. other degree programs
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in the faculty were differentiated. Communication was unmanageable. This suggestion came
from KPSY, the management accepted it.

Czech NMgr. — It is not so much a change, but more transparency. Previously, only basic,
general information was available, then communication was directly with applicants. The faculty
management summarized and systematized everything — they named the models used at the
faculty (written exam, assessment of materials, written exam + assessment of materials).

Doctoral studies — no changes.

Bc. study programmes in English — the faculty was forced to respond to a change on the part of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the matter of granting visas. This remains in place, the new
SCIO exam is also applied in most NMgr. programs, and the interview and essay assessment
remains in two programs. Everything was available in the handouts.

The conditions for the Czech and English programmes were also unified — Czech students were
required to have a C1 language level. The faculty management agreed with the heads of
departments that there was no requirement for a C1 language level at the exit of the NMgr. C1
language level would be required at the beginning of the NMgr. studies, and at least B2 at the
entrance. This will straighten out the inequality that has occurred through development.

So there have been changes, the document is alive, it reflects what is happening around us and
at the Faculty. Every year the management evaluates what works and what doesn't. It intends
to take a similar approach in future years. The biggest experiment will be SCIO exams for NMgr.
programs. If this is evaluated as not working, the management will reflect this and discuss the
conditions further.

Mlejnkovéa: Thanked for the introductory information and opened the discussion.

Polék: Asked how the discussion initiated by SKAS went, e.g., how many attempts will be
recognized for admission to the Bc. studies in the Czech language?

Souralova: She responded that the discussion between SKAS and the faculty management
ended well — the participants agreed that it makes sense to continue with the set system. She
clarified that there was discussion about why it is important to have so many terms on offer
(promotion, competition, not increasing stress for applicants). They parted ways with the
understanding that SKAS understands the management's reasons for doing this.

Balik: He reported that the average number of terms used is 1.96, so two terms. There is
probably a group of candidates who use five attempts and a group who go for one exam, but it
is valid — communication needs to be as simple as possible. We know how difficult it is for
candidates to navigate everything, which dates are recognised, where to submit what and when.
We have been through this in previous years and it has been a negative experience, and it is
not a trivial dimension.

It is also important to filter out the stress, to pre-assess what the applicant is and is not up to,
and to choose an admissions strategy accordingly. He compared it to the admissions process
in secondary schools — according to recent discussions, the ideal would be to take the exams
first, then decide where to apply. This is how we are pioneers in our field — in the January
deadlines we give applicants this option — by having an earlier admissions deadline they can
regulate their applications (apply to somewhere they would not have been confident before, or
vice versa).
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Mlejnkovéa: She closed the discussion and opened the voting.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU discussed and approved the Terms and Conditions of the
admission procedure at the FSS MU in the academic year 2024/25 in the wording attached to
the minutes.

(9 for, 0 against, 0 abstentions)

Balik: Thanked, appreciated the approval of the conditions and the previous discussion.
Thanked for the care and seriousness with which the Senate members approached the meeting.
This is one of the most important items the Senate is considering.

4) Dean's intent to appoint a Vice-Dean for the 2024-2027 term.

Balik: He stated that the Vice-Dean for Internationalisation and Student Affairs, Dr. B. Plasova,
resigned her position as of July 31, 2024 due to family reasons and the Dean accepted her
resignation. He submitted to the Senate his intention to appoint Dr. Petra Mlejnkova as the new
Vice-Dean from 1 September 2024 to 31 August 2027. He recalled that dr. Mlejnkova is the
former head of KPOL, where she was involved in the international agenda, so she has extensive
experience with internationalization, she has also participated in international projects and
works in the faculty's self-government. Therefore, he believes that she is a suitable candidate
for this position and is happy that she agreed to the proposal.

Mlejnkovéa: She proposed dr. Katefina Fridrichova as the scrutineer for the vote.

Dr. Fridrichova was approved as the scrutineer by all nine senate members present. A secret
ballot vote followed.

Fridrichova: After the votes were counted, she announced the result of the vote - 8 in favor, 1
abstention.

Mlejnkovd, Balik: Thanked the senate. The Dean also thanked Dr. Blanca Plasova for her year
in office and all the work she has done.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU discussed and supported the intention of the Dean of FSS MU to
appoint Mgr. et Mgr. Petra Mlejnkova, Ph.D. as Vice-Dean for Internationalisation and Student
Affairs for the term of office 1 September 2024-31 August 2027.

5) AS FSS meeting schedule for autumn 2024

Mlejnkovéa: She read the motion and added: the October meeting coincides with a national
holiday, so the following Monday was chosen for the Senate meeting. There were no comments
on the motion, so she opened the vote.

6) Resignation of the Chair of the Academic Chamber of AS FSS MU

Mlejnkovéa: She resigned as Chair of the Academic Chamber of the AS FSS MU. She stated
that there was no reason for her to hold the position of Vice-Chair of the Senate longer than
necessary. The Senator's mandate will automatically expire on 1 September 2024 due to
incompatibility of functions, so it will be necessary to call a replacement, see if he/she is
interested in membership in the Senate, or another replacement will be called.

She thanked her colleagues in both chambers of the Senate for their cooperation and said she
looked forward to continuing to work together from a different perspective.

She handed over the chair of the meeting to Jergu$ Dovala, SKAS FSS MU Chair.

7) Election of a new Chair of the AS FSS MU Academic Chamber
Dovala: Thanked dr. Mlejnkova for her work in the Senate and congratulated her on her new
position. He nominated dr. Katefina Fridrichova as the ballot scrutineer, she was also

unanimously elected. He then opened the floor for nominations.

Mlejnkova: She nominated dr. Jitka Navratilova for the position of Chair of the Academic
Chamber of the AS FSS MU.

No other nomination was submitted, followed by a secret ballot with five members of the
Academic Chamber present.

Fridrichova: After counting the votes, she informed that all five votes cast by the members of
the AS FSS MU Academic Chamber were in favour of dr. Jitka Navratilova.

Navratilova: She thanked for the trust and asked for the patience of her colleagues.
Balik: Invited the new Vice-Chair to the management meeting on June 24, 2024.

Mgr. Jitka Navratilova, Ph.D., was elected as the new Vice-Chair of the AS FSS MU, Chair of
the Academic Chamber of the AS FSS MU.

8) Miscellaneous
a) Reconstruction of water supply and sewerage systems

Balik: Reminded that the faculty is facing the second phase of water and sewer reconstruction
in the summer. He thanked the Faculty Bursar for the work done in preparation for the work.
The total cost of the reconstruction is expected to be about 8 million. CZK. The same contractor
had emerged from the open tender as last year, so communication would hopefully be easier.
The reconstruction will be slightly smaller in volume than last year, but it will be more demanding
because the whole building will be affected, especially the front of the building towards JoStova
Street. However, the material will be transported through the exit to MareSova Street.

In July, the faculty will be completely closed and staff will work remotely. Once a week, non-
academic employees will be able to pick up mail, essential items, or take care of flowers. In
August, the faculty will be more open, but still a construction site — non-academic staff will rotate
on-site; academic staff are encouraged by management to stay home in August, as the building
will still be challenging. In July, academic staff can work at the building at Komensky square 2
— a large room will be reserved for them to work in if this is not possible at home, after signing
up in advance.

From 1 September 2024, non-academics will return to full-time faculty, with academics returning
gradually.

For students, this is a big change — last year the semester started the same as other MU
faculties, but the first week was online. The faculty management does not want to repeat this
model. The dean reported that they have been able to negotiate with MU administration to start
the semester a week later, so the semester will not start until Monday, 9/23/2024. Faculty
management believes that by September 23, the faculty will be in a state where classes can be
taught, possibly with minor restrictions.

The semester will be a 13-week semester until Friday, December 20, 2024.

Dovala: Thanked for the information. He wished everyone present a good summer and the
faculty management good luck with the reconstruction. He then closed the meeting.
