Balik: Podotkl, ze se jedna o zalezitost senatu, byl by vSak v této zalezitosti opatrny z nékolika
davodi. Ugast a vyzyvani k akci zni jinak z FF UPOL, kde jsou nizsi priimérné platy nez v celé
republice, zatimco na nasi fakulté jsou tfeti nejvy$si primérné platy na MU, a to za Fl a LF,
kterym Ize jen téZko konkurovat.

Petru
Mlejnkovou, aby v pfipadé pferuSeni jeho €lenstvi v akademické obci vedla ¢ervnové
zasedani senatu, a aby pfipadné zaradila jako prvni bod volbu nového pfedsedy, nové
predsedkyné.

Balik: Upozornil na ¢lanek 13. Volebniho fadu AS FSS MU: zachovani ¢lenstvi pfi
nastupu do navazujiciho studia. Pokud bude pfedsedovi po zapisu do navazujiciho
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studia navracen mandat, mize se mu také navratit funkce pfedsedy. Pokud zlstane
mandéat zachovan a bude pouze pferusen, mél by mél byt povolan do¢asny nahradnik.
Nemusi to znamenat zanik funkce.

VojtiSek: Navrhl, aby ¢ervnové jednani senatu vedla mistopfedsedkyné, a pokud nema
nikdo ze senatu s timto feSenim problém, ujme se po svém navratu do studia znovu
funkce predsedy.

The agenda was unanimously approved by the FSS MU AS members present.

1) Opening

VoijtiSek: He welcomed those present and opened the meeting. He informed about two changes
to the agenda compared to the original version: addition of items 3 and 4.

There were no comments on the proposed agenda and it was unanimously approved by the
Senate members present.
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2) MU FSS Annual Financial Report 2023

Faculty Bursar KadIckova: She reminded that the annual report along with the annexes was
available to the Senate members in the system, no questions were noted.

VojtiSek: He opened the floor for debate, but no questions or comments were made. He
therefore opened the vote.

Resolution: The FSS MU AS discussed and approved the FSS MU Annual Financial Report for
2023 as attached to the minutes.

(8 for, 0 against, 0 abstentions)
3) Consent to a new member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee

Dean Balik: He reported that this had been added to the materials for discussion, but within the
timeframe stipulated by the rules and law. He recalled that the previous Senate meeting had
also addressed membership on the Disciplinary Committee, but this was a different case now.
One of the student members of the committee, Martin Guni$, announced that he was facing
state exams during June and did not plan to continue his NMgr. studies. Two disciplinary
proceedings with sensitive content will be heard during June, so it is necessary to have a
committee composed according to the legal regulations.

Having communicated this, the search for a new candidate for membership, ideally a
representative of the programmes not already represented on the committee, has therefore
followed.

The proposed candidate was student Bc. M. PaZourek, studying two NMgr. Studies - full-time
study of Political Science and combined study of VSPLZ. The student is expected to stay in the
studies for a longer period of time. The dean himself remembers him - he worked as a faculty
face in the applicant campaign, he was involved in faculty non-honoured events. The Dean feels
he will be a good addition to the committee. M. Pazourek agrees with the nomination.

VojtiSek: He opened the floor for debate. He added that he had invited M. PaZourek to the
meeting, but he was unable to attend. There was no one to speak to the discussion that followed,
so he opened the vote.

Resolution: The AS FSS MU takes note of the termination of the mandate of Martin Guni$ as a
member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee. Agrees that the Dean of the FSS MU appoint
a new member of the FSS MU Disciplinary Committee Bc. Matou$ Pazourek (UCO 510006).

(8 for, 0 against, 0 abstentions)

4) Statement of the Senate on the protest action Collapse of the System (Hour of Truth initiative)
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VoijtiSek: Reported that an email requesting support was received by all Senate members. They
were asked to express solidarity and support for the planned demonstration to be held on June
3 in Prague.

He recalled the theses to which the action subscribes:

1. Education needs a comprehensive solution

2. Institutional funding needs to be increased

3. Stable funding after political changes

4. The system is already showing signs of collapse

Personally would be inclined to support with a collective message to the whole academic
community and e.g. a call for solidarity with this action.

He opened the debate.

Balik: He noted that this is a Senate matter, but he would be cautious on this matter for several
reasons. The participation and call to action sounds different from the UPOL Faculty of Arts and
Sciences, where average salaries are lower than the national average, while our faculty have
the third highest average salaries at MU, behind Fl and LF, which are hard to compete with.
He gave for consideration whether senators are able to answer journalists in what way the
collapse of the system is manifested at FSS. He would therefore be cautious. He understood
that there were faculties where the situation was bad. Maybe it is a tax on self-governance, but
maybe it is the way we make it, the way we have it. MU is a good example and in a sense a
showcase of self-governance.

The date of 3 June is not, he said, chosen by chance - the European Parliament elections will
be held on 6 and 7 June. The Faculty declares itself a non-political organisation and should
remain so and not get involved in the political process.

The dean also pointed out that he would not comment on this event in the media and would not
advocate solidarity himself.

Note: During the above discussion, Dr. Katefina Fridrichova, a member of the AS Academic
Chamber, joined the meeting.

Konecna: She understands that this protest action primarily affects faculty members. However,
there is also a section on the action site for "doctoral students." The Senate does not have
representation from doctoral students; it may be more appropriate with this group. Does he
assume that fellowships are set up the same across the country?

Balik: No, the nationwide flat rate is the state contribution, MU has been paying more in the long
term, now CZK 3,750 more, from September 2024 CZK 4,750 more than the state contribution.
Some universities pay less than what the state sends per PhD student. The setup is definitely
not the same across the board.

He recalled that a major amendment to the Higher Education Act is now in its second reading,
stipulating that the stipend for doctoral students will be derived from the minimum wage and will
be a certain multiple of it. The proposal is already awaiting final approval. Therefore, organising
protests at this point seems to him like knocking on an open door. The protest action seems to
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be disregarding the developments that have taken place in recent times.

HlouSek: He added the context: when the substantive plan was being prepared to regulate the
conditions for Ph.D. studies, etc., MU was one of those that entered the debate quite intensively.
So it would not be credible for us to challenge this plan because of PhD students.

He called for reflection on the slogans - collapse of the system - management of faculties in the
country. Yes, there are richer faculties than FF. Unfortunately, some faculties have themselves
to blame - inappropriate management, long term underestimation of some aspects.
Responsibility is then shifted to someone who is not to blame.

Balik: He informed that he himself is a member of the UPOL Scientific Board. On the other hand,
members of the FSS MU Scientific Board are members of the UPOL academic community. Yes,
the faculty is on the verge of collapse, but not because of external influences. The faculty has
50-60 master's courses while the FSS has about 14. They have 45 PhDs. How can such a
faculty be managed? With such a breadth of disciplines, a quarter of the Mgr. students are
majoring in political science, with ours it is about half. The rest are on micro programs. The
faculty has recently rationalised the programmes, especially the small majors carrying heavy
load. Itis not necessary to study separately, we have merged majors, integrated doctoral studies
to make sense and not incur collateral costs.

So we use self-management to manage ourselves. We cannot demand academic self-
government, guaranteeing freedom, etc., and then tell the state that we don't want to do that.
How is it possible that the FSS has better salaries than the Faculty of Science? We have been
pushing for rationalization, productivity growth, addressing the structure of non-academic staff,
etc.

He concluded that this is how he believes a self-governing institution should handle its self-
governance.

Konecna: Thanked for the clarification. The students have a different perspective than the
management, she has now received relevant information and is glad that our faculty is not in a
state of collapse.

Balik: In many places it's not the faculty's fault, yes. He himself is one of the few members of
the three Scientific Boards and sees the difference in the structures set up. In Prague they are
having a hard time getting to what we are doing at MU now, in Olomouc they have never heard
of it. Also, what, for example, the chairman of the AS experiences at meetings - anticipation,
honest information... This is how it should be, but unfortunately it is not self evident.

There is a lot of dissatisfaction and reasons for it, but a lot of consideration would be given to
whether to join the industrial action and how to go about supporting it.

VoijtiSek: He thanked for the context, for the information about the functioning of universities.
FSS and MU are in a blessed position in his view. He reminded that the report asks for solidarity
in relation to universities where things are not working so well. Perhaps the consequences fall
more heavily on them.
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He reported that last week the FF MU AS adopted a resolution supporting the Hour of Truth
initiative called Collapse of the System and invited members of the academic community to
participate.

Pelikan: He pointed out that there are other forms of support, of solidarity. He personally knows
many colleagues from the Faculty of Arts in Prague, Olomouc, and he realizes that we are
privileged in terms of finances and other aspects.

We cannot comment on salary level and equality. Maybe we should rather comment on how
they save for science, how they are rewarded...

Balik: He made one final point: he urged caution in relation to these initiatives. From experience,
if we ask the state to solve problems, we may end up lacing our own. If the system is found to
be dysfunctional, a different form of governance may be proposed, some powers taken away
from academic senates, handed over to boards of trustees, etc., and it may end up being
liquidating - e.g., questioning why we have so many majors, where some of them make a living.
The call for solidarity may backfire. The social humanities can only live in a free environment if
we can determine what makes sense in terms of cultivating the environment.

As representatives of the social-humanities faculties, we do not profit from central control.

Hlou$ek: Pointed out that we don't have privilege. That would be true if someone sent us status.
The fact that we have competitive salaries is to our own credit.

Pelikan: He apologized for misusing the word. He said this is a complex issue that could be
discussed for hours. There are a large number of topics mentioned in the challenge itself.
However, he said it was essential to point out that the humanities were also important. Perhaps
this is lost in the initiative.

The second level - higher education funding is on a downward trend, there are cuts. He
understands that there is dissatisfaction.

Fridrichova: She believes that this is not the way to raise the prestige of the humanities and
social sciences. It's often deeply ingrained in people. They talk to students about it; they have
to defend their own educational existence. It is counterproductive to join something that has no
social resonance. The public will not feel sorry for scientists, on the contrary, they may harm
themselves.

Mlejnkova: In her opinion, the appeal is worded unhappily. She feels solidarity with individuals
who have to work two or three jobs to support their families. This also applies to Charles
University, which is financially better off than MU.

She sees the whole problem as being at the employer level, not the system. Funding can always
be better, but the employer level is crucial. MU is doing well, why not Charles University or
others?

She has a problem joining unless she is sure employers are managing the agenda well.

KasSparova: Shares a similar view, solidarity with specific individuals, however does not express
solidarity with the employer. She suggested a different form of support or different wording of
the appeal.

Mlejnkova: Opposed that the wording of the appeal would have to be changed by the proposers.
She expressed her surprise that those concerned were not protesting against the employer.

Balik: He replied that the reason is simple - functioning in terms of departments and faculties,
limited point of view. There are not many opportunities to step out of the boundaries of one's
world; if colleagues do not participate in meetings of academic senates or other university
bodies, for example, they may not have access to information. Alternatively, they may be filtered
by the interpretation of department heads, etc. This gives some the impression that the state is
to blame. Thus, they understand that many of the colleagues concerned are unaware that
improvement could occur at the faculty or university level, not the state.

Mlejnkovéa: She described her experience in terms of establishing project cooperation with other
departments - their rules are very different, significantly worse for staff and much less beneficial.
They have the impression that MU works the same way and are surprised that the system at
MU is set up differently. So this is a workplace problem, not a state problem.

Balik: Stated that MU has a more functional, sophisticated system. If self-government were
limited, what the faculty management is currently striving for would not even be possible -
improving the salary conditions of non-academic staff, stopping the developing scissors
between the salaries of academics and non-academics. Under state-regulated conditions, such
debate and negotiation would be impossible.

VoijtiSek: He expressed gratitude for the discussion that had taken place, for the new and
substantial information. He also revealed doubt over whether the Senate would be able to
formulate an appropriate resolution and therefore suggested attaching the minutes of the
meeting in his response to the organizers.

Konecna: She has no other suggestion. In her opinion, the discussion generated interesting and
valuable feedback - therefore, it would be appropriate to formulate in the response the theses
that were expressed here, what conclusion the Senate reached and why the faculty decided not
to join the protest action.

Kasparova: She suggested rewording the minutes and sending the response as prepared to the
Chair.

The motion was approved by the Senate members present.

VoijtiSek: Closed the discussion.
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5) Miscellaneous
a) Chairmanship of the AS FSS MU

VoijtiSek: As Senate Chair, he informed that he would soon be taking the state final exams and,
with luck, successfully completing his studies. He has the intention to continue his studies, but
most likely there will be at least a short break in his membership in the academic community
and therefore in the Academic Senate of the Faculty. The relationship of a short-term
interruption of membership to the position of chairperson is not explicitly addressed in the Rules
of Procedure of the AS FSS MU. He believes that he cannot remain Chair if he temporarily loses
his student status. He therefore asked the Vice-Chair of the Senate, Dr. Petra Mlejnkova, to
chair the June meeting of the Senate in the event of his suspension from the academic
community, and to possibly include the election of a new Chair as the first item.

Balik: He drew attention to Article 13 of the AS FSS MU Election Regulations: retention of
membership upon entry into continuing studies. If the Chair is reinstated after enrolling in
continuing studies, the Chair's position may also be reinstated. If the mandate is retained and
only interrupted, a temporary replacement should be called. This does not necessarily mean
the termination of the function.

VoijtiSek: Suggested that the June meeting of the Senate be chaired by the Vice Chair, and if
no one on the Senate has a problem with this arrangement, he will resume the Chair position
upon his return.

The proposed solution was approved unanimously and without comment by the Senate
members present, and the Chair was wished good luck with the state examinations. He then
closed the meeting.
