Urine pHUrine pH
A high urine pH (alkaline urine) may indicate:A high urine pH (alkaline urine) may indicate:

•• Gastric suction Gastric suction 

•• Renal failure Renal failure 

•• Renal tubular acidosisRenal tubular acidosis

•• Urinary tract infection Urinary tract infection 

•• VomitingVomiting

A low urine pH (acidic urine) may indicate: A low urine pH (acidic urine) may indicate: 

•• Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (e.g., emphysema)Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (e.g., emphysema)

•• Diabetic ketoacidosisDiabetic ketoacidosis

•• DiarrheaDiarrhea

•• StarvationStarvation

The test also may be performed to investigate:The test also may be performed to investigate:

•• AlkalosisAlkalosis

•• Interstitial nephritisInterstitial nephritis

•• Renal tubular acidosis Renal tubular acidosis -- distaldistal

•• SepsisSepsis



UrobilinogenUrobilinogen

•• Low urine urobilinogen levels may result from Low urine urobilinogen levels may result from 
congenital enzymatic jaundice (hyperbilirubinemia congenital enzymatic jaundice (hyperbilirubinemia 
syndromes) or from treatment with drugs that acidify syndromes) or from treatment with drugs that acidify 
urine, such as ammonium chloride or ascorbic acid. urine, such as ammonium chloride or ascorbic acid. 

•• Elevated levels may indicate hemolytic anaemia Elevated levels may indicate hemolytic anaemia 
(excessive RBC breakdown), overburdening of the (excessive RBC breakdown), overburdening of the 
liver, increased urobilinogen production, reliver, increased urobilinogen production, re--
absorption absorption -- a large hematoma, restricted liver a large hematoma, restricted liver 
function, hepatic infection, poisoning or liver function, hepatic infection, poisoning or liver 
cirrhosis. cirrhosis.

•• Hematouria Hematouria -- associated with kidney stones, infections, tumors and associated with kidney stones, infections, tumors and 
other conditionsother conditions

•• Pyuria Pyuria -- associated with urinary infections associated with urinary infections 

•• Eosinophiluria Eosinophiluria -- associated with allergic interstitial nephritis, atheroassociated with allergic interstitial nephritis, athero--
embolic disease embolic disease 

•• Red blood cell casts Red blood cell casts -- associated with glomerulonephritis, vasculitis, associated with glomerulonephritis, vasculitis, 
malignant hypertension malignant hypertension 

•• White blood cell casts White blood cell casts -- associated with acute interstitial nephritis, associated with acute interstitial nephritis, 
exudative glomerulonephritis, severe pyelonephritis exudative glomerulonephritis, severe pyelonephritis 

•• (Heme) granular casts (Heme) granular casts -- associated with acute tubular necrosis associated with acute tubular necrosis 

•• Crystalluria Crystalluria ---- associated with acute urate nephropathy (or "Acute associated with acute urate nephropathy (or "Acute 
uric acid nephropathy", AUAN)uric acid nephropathy", AUAN)
