(3) This Measure belongs to the methodological management area “Study affairs and fees related to 
studies in Bachelor's and Master's degree programmes conducted in the Czech language”, “Study 
affairs and fees related to studies in Bachelor's and Master's degree programmes conducted in a 
foreign language”, and “Study affairs and fees related to studies in doctoral degree programmes”.  

(4) This Measure shall enter into force on the date of its signing.
