If it is not possible for you to arrive within the next month (October), you can request a study
interruption. Your studies would be resumed for the following academic year 2022/2023. In
this case, you do not have to go through the admissions process again and everything will
already be in place for your successful start. All fees and verifications will remain valid.

Unfortunately, start at February is not an option due to accreditation of study programme.
Contact us if this option applies to you and we will send you the appropriate form.

This year's admission procedure is greatly affected by the pandemic situation, which makes it
very difficult to obtain a visa.

We have regularly tried to secure you an appointment at the embassy. At the same time, it is
always necessary to comply with accreditation and legislation. The Faculty of Education at
Masaryk University is looking for ways to support you as much as possible during this time.
We appreciate your decision to become a student at the Faculty of Education.
