Naturalizmus ako univerzalny filozoficky program

Naturalizmus tvori v sucasne;j filozofii jeden z najdiskutovanejSich myslienkovych pridov. V ostatnych
dekadach sa prejavuje ako dominantny pristup k filozofii, ako aj ku konkrétnym problémom v ramci
vacsiny filozofickych disciplin (v epistemoldgii, etike, filozofickej antropolégii, filozofii mysle, socidlnej
filozofii ¢i filozofii vedy). Osvojenie si naturalistického pristupu vo filozofii vSak prinasa viaceré
zavazné dosledky, na ktoré ma konferencia ambiciu reagovat.

Vitané budu konferencné prispevky venované najma nasledujicim oblastiam:

1. Vymedzenie jadra naturalizmu a systematické klasifikovanie jeho typov a podéb.

2. Analyza naturalizmu ako metafilozofického pristupu a jeho dosledkov pre povahu filozofie.

3. Identifikovanie a zhodnotenie prinosov, ale i hranic naturalizacie Sirokej Skaly tém v jednotlivych
filozofickych oblastiach.

4. Interpretovanie vysledkov empirickych vied, o ktoré sa opieraju pokusy o naturalizaciu tradi¢nych
filozofickych problémov.

5. Dejinno-filozoficka perspektiva historickych zdrojov a najvyznamnejsich kritik naturalizmu.

Cielom konferencie je vytvorit priestor na komplexné a kritické zhodnotenie prieniku naturalistickych
prvkov do filozofie a v ramci filozofie, ako aj postavit do centra pozornosti tie filozofické iniciativy,
ktoré vyuzivaju naturalizaciu ako zvlast inSpirativny ¢i plodny spdsob nazerania na najddlezitejsie
otazky filozofie a pribuznych disciplin. VSeobecnym zamerom konferencie je nac¢rtnut odpoved, i
mdze naturalizmus tvorit univerzalny filozoficky program.



Naturalism as a Universal Philosophical Program

Naturalism is one of the most discussed currents of thought in contemporary philosophy. In last
decades, it has manifested as a dominant approach to philosophy, as well as to specific problems
within most philosophical disciplines (in epistemology, ethics, philosophical anthropology, philosophy
of mind, social philosophy or philosophy of science). However, the adoption of a naturalistic
approach in philosophy brings several serious consequences, to which the conference has the
ambition to respond.

Conference papers dedicated to the following areas will be welcome:

1. Definition of the core of naturalism and systematic classification of its types and forms.

2. Analysis of naturalism as a metaphilosophical approach and its consequences for the nature of
philosophy.

3. Identifying and evaluating the benefits, but also the limits of the naturalization of a wide range of
topics in different philosophical areas.

4. Interpreting the results of empirical sciences, on which are based the attempts to naturalize
traditional philosophical problems.

5. Historical-philosophical perspective of historical sources and most important criticisms of
naturalism.

The goal of the conference is to create a space for a comprehensive and critical evaluation of the
penetration of naturalistic elements into and within philosophy, as well as to put in the spotlight
those philosophical initiatives that use naturalization as a particularly inspiring or fruitful way of
looking at important questions of philosophy and related disciplines. The general purpose of the
conference is to outline the answer to whether naturalism can form a universal philosophical
program.
