V dubnu 2015 vyslo ceské ¢islo ¢asopisu Theatralia, jehoz ptispévky se tematicky vztahuji
k divadelnimu, potazmo kulturnimu déni v Ostravé. Autofi se ve svych ¢lancich vénuji nejen
¢inohernimu divadlu, vyvoji jednotlivych scén, ale také operni tvorbe, fenoménu ostravského
herectvi nebo vyznamnym divadelnim festivaliim regionu (OST-RA-V AR). Soucasti ¢isla jsou
piispévky o kognitivni teatrologii nebo zameckém divadle ve Valticich. Casopis obsahuje také
recenze nedavno vydanych divadelnich publikaci nebo reportaze z konferenci a seminai. Nove
je do Cdisla zarazena rubrika HOST, ve které budou vychdzet rozhovory se zajimavymi
divadelnimi osobnostmi, v tomto &isle se jedna o Akose Seresse. Odborni editofi ¢isla jsou prof.
Tatjana Lazor&akova, doc. Jifi Stefanides a dr. Milan Hain z olomoucké Katedry divadelnich a
filmovych studii.

A Czech issue of Theatralia on theatre in Ostrava has been published in April 2015, containing
papers and essays concerned with Ostrava theatres and culture. Their topics range from
dramatic theatre and the history of singular theatre ensembles to opera, acting, and regional
festival with state-wide reputation, OST-RA-VAR. The issue also includes a study on the
cognitive theatrology, and another one presenting findings concerning the court theatre in
Valtice, reviews of recent publications on theatre and related disciplines, as well as reports from
conferences and seminars dealing with theatre. A new section, The Guest, has been included to
bring interviews with personalities of interest, starting with Professor Akos Seress, University
of Kaposvar, Hungary.
