Divadlo jako organizace a instituce

Jarni ¢islo ¢asopisu Theatralia (2017/1) je v hlavni rubrice Yorick vénovano tématu divadla
jako organizace a instituce, tedy piedevs§im legislativnimu zazemi divadelni ¢innosti (a to jak
Z historického pohledu v ptispévku Libora Vodicky, tak v zachyceni aktudlniho déni kolem
schvalovéani zakona o vefejnych kulturnich institucich v textu Markéty Stépanikové). Pravu na
duSevni vlastnictvi se vénuje Martina Hajkova a hlavni rubriku uzavird svym textem Kristyna
Binkovéa zamétujici se na otdzku tzv. druhé kariéry tanecnikid. V rubrice Spektrum miiZete
najit piispévek Evy Stehlikové o neddvno zesnulém scénografovi Jaroslavu Malinovi a text
Sarky Havlickové Kysové a Heleny Spurné o problematice realismu hudebniho divadla
Waltera Felsensteina. Rubrika Host pfindsi rozhovory s Petrou Vodickovou o provozu
brnénského CEDu, dale s norskou teatrolozkou Wenche Larsenovou o souCasném stavu
norského divadla a rakouskou teatrolozkou Brigitte Marschall o Jakobu Levy Morenovi
(rozhovor je doplnén piekladem textu o tomto zakladateli psychodramatu). Tematické rozpéti
recenzovanych teatrologickych publikaci (rubrika Orientace) zahrnuje jak knihy vénujici se
hlavnimu tématu ¢isla, tak Ceskému ¢i svétovému divadlu a dramatu. V DepeSich ptispéli
autofi reportazemi o videnskych vystavach, podzimnim Prazském divadelnim festivalu
némeckého jazyka v Praze ¢i o konferencich o kritice a Ceském a slovenském divadle. Editofi
¢isla jsou Iva Mikulova a Libor Vodicka.

Theatre as an Institution

The thematic section of the Spring issue (2017/1), ‘Yorick’, concerns with institutional
aspects of theatre management in the Czech lands, especially the legal frame of theatre
activities, both from the historical (Libor Vodic¢ka’s paper on the legal turnabout in
1940s/1950s) and todays perspective (Markéta Stépanikova’s analysis of the current
controversies around the bill regulating the management of cultural institutions). The
copyright law is addressed by Martina Héjikova, and the main section is closed by Kristyna
Binkova’s text on the second career of professional dancers. The ‘Spectrum’ section contains
a paper by Eva Stehlikova (on the lately-deceased scenographer Jaroslav Malina), and by
Séarka Havli¢kova Kysova and Helena Spurna (on theatre realism in music theatre of Walter
Falsenstein). The Guest Section runs interviews with Norwegian theatre scholar Wenche
Larsen on the current Norwegian theatre and Austrian theatre scholar Brigitte Marschall on
Jakob Levy Moreno respectively (Moreno, the founder of psychodrama, is also introduced by
a translated article on his life and work). The ‘Books Reviewed’ range from issues covered by
the thematic section to Czech and world theatre and drama. In the ‘Events’ can be found notes
on recent exhibitions in Vienna and Autumn Prague Festival of German Theatre, reports from
