Kniha se zabyva metafyzickou analyzou osobni identity a praktickymi disledky, které toto
zkouméni ma pro racionalitu lidského jednani. Autor kritizuje psychologickou teorii osobni
identity a obhajuje koncepci biologickou. Dospiva k zavéru, ze biologicka kontinuita je
spravnou analyzou identity osob v ¢ase, avSak z hlediska racionality jednani je mnohem méné
diilezita nez kontinuita mentalni.

The book presents a metaphysical analysis of personal identity and deals with some practical
consequences that the investigation has for the rationality of human action. The author
criticizes the psychological theory of personal identity and defends the biological conception.
He concludes that biological continuity is the correct analysis of personal identity in time, but
much less relevant for the rationality of human action than mental continuity.
