̶ Supports projects focused on V4 regional cooperation in various areas such as:

Culture and common identity

Regional development, environment and tourism

Education and capacity building

Public policy, legislation and justice

Democratic values and the media

Social development

̶ No budget limit (typically approx. 5 000–30 000 €)

̶ Project duration: max. 18 months

̶ Covers total project costs (co-financing encouraged)

̶ Participants from at least three V4 countries

1. Creating a consortium around particular topic

̶ CONSORTIUM: Applicant + partners  should be well-balanced

̶ BOTTOM-UP approach: free choice of topic (within given areas)

̶ STATE-OF-THE-ART (context)

̶ IMPACT – strongly emphasized! (on local community/ society/ region/ citizens)

 Mere article in scientific journal written with colleagues from other 

universities most probably won't suffice…
