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CLASS DESCRIPTION & READINGS 

In this class we will investigate the micro-foundation of firm behavior and related regulatory issues in 

the market. We will introduce the tools of economics experiments and go through an overview of 

such results in three topics as follows: (i) the classical experimental research on competitive markets 

[1 and 9 below], (ii) recent experimental analyses of oligopoly markets and the issues of cartel and 

merger [3, 5, 6, 7 below], (iii) Behavioral analyses of regulations in market [2 and 10 below]. Reading
