MUNICIPAL (or TOWN) ASSEMBLY BOARDS: always the Financial
- directly elected deliberative and decision- board and Control board
making body (from 5 to 55 members) = initiative and control bodies

MUNICIPAL (OR TOWN) COUNCIL
- executive organ elected by municipal assembly, not elected in municipalities COMMISSIONS

MAYOR and DEPUTY MAYORS
- deputize the municipality, elected by municipal assembly from
its own members;

- appointed by the mayor in municipalities with municipalities with
"commissioned" municipal office and in municipalities with enlarged sphere of
activity; the agreement of the director of regional committee is required

MUNICIPAL OFFICE
