Perfect infinitive
active: have done/cleaned/seen etc.

passive:  have been done/cleaned/seen etc. The room should have been cleaned.

e [ haven’t received the letter yet. It might have been sent to the wrong address.
e If you hadn’t left the car unlocked, it wouldn’t have been stolen.
e There were some problems at first but they seem to have been solved.

Somebody should have cleaned the room.

Present perfect
active: have/has (done)
passive:  have/has been (done)

The room looks nice. Somebody has cleaned 1t.
The room looks nice. It has been cleaned.

e Have you heard the news? The President has been shot!
e Have you ever been bitten by a dog?
e ‘Are you going to the party?” ‘No, [ haven’t been invited.’

Past perfect

active: had (done)
passive:  had been (done)
e The vegetables didn’t taste very good. They had been cooked for too long.
e The car was three years old but hadn’t been used very much.

The room looked nice. Somebody had cleaned it.
The room looked nice. It had been cleaned.

Present continuous
active: am/is/are (do)ing
passive:  am/is/are being (done)

Somebady is cleaning the room at the moment.
The room is being cleaned at the moment.

e There's somebody walking behind us. I think we are being followed.
e (inashop) *Can | help you, madam?’ ‘No, thank you. I'm being served.’

Past continuous
active: was/were (do)ing
passive:  was/were being (done)

Somebody was cleaning the room when [ arrived.
The room was being cleaned when I arrived.

® There was somebody walking behind us. We were being followed.

Get
Sometimes you can use get instead of be in the passive:
® There was a fight at the party but nobody got hurt. (= nobody was hurt)
e [don’t often get invited to parties. (= 'm not often invited)
e DI'm surprised Ann didn’t get offered the job. (...Ann wasn't offered the job)
You can use get to say that something happens to semebody or something, especially if this is
unplanned or unexpected:
e Our dog got run over by a car.

You can use get only when things happen or change. For example, you cannor use get in these
sentences:

e Jill is liked by everybody. (nof ‘gets liked” - this is not a ‘happening’)
® He was a mystery man, Nothing was known about him. (ot ¢ got known’)

We use get mainly in informal spoken English. You can use be in all situations.

We also use get in the following expressions (which are not passive in meaning):

get married  get divorced
get dressed (= put on your clothes)  get changed (= change your clothes)

Both these sentences mean: ‘People say that he is 108
years old.’

You can use these structures with a number of other verbs, especially:

These structures are often used in news reports. For example, in a report about an accident:
e Itis reported that two people were or Two people are reported to have been
injured in the explosion. injured in the explosion.

(Be) supposed to
Sometimes it is supposed to... = it is said to...:
e Let’s go and see that film. It’s supposed to be very good. (= it is said to be very good)
e ‘Why was he arrested?” ‘He’s supposed to have kicked a policeman.’ (= he is said to
have kicked a policeman)
But sometimes supposed to has a different meaning. ‘Something is supposed to happen’ = it is
planned, arranged or expected. Often this is different from what really happens:
e I’d berter hurry. It’s nearly 8 o’clock and I'm supposed to be meeting Ann at 8.13.
(= I have arranged to meet Ann, I said | would meet her)
e The train was supposed to arrive at 11.30 but it was an hour late. (= the train was
expected to arrive at 11.30 according to the timetable)
e You were supposed to clean the windows. Why didn’t you do it?
“You’re not supposed to do something’ = it is not allowed or advisable for you to do ir:
e You’'re not supposed to park your car here. It’s private parking only.
e Mr Bond is much better after his illness but he’s still not supposed to do any heavy
work. (= his doctors have advised him not to...)

Have something done

Study this example situation:

The roof of Jill's house was damaged in a storm, so she
arranged for somebody to repair it. Yesterday a workman
came and did the job.

Jill had the roof repaired yesterday.

This means: Jill arranged for semebody else to repair
the roof. She didn’t repair it herself.

We use have something done to say that we arrange for somebody else to do something for us.
Compare:

® Jill repaired the roof. (= she repaired it herself)

o Jill had the roof repaired. (= she arranged for somebody else to repair it)
Study these sentences:

Be careful with word order. The past participle (repaired/cut etc.) is after the abject (the roof /
your hair etc.):

have + object + past participle

Sometimes have something done has a different meaning. For example:

® Jill and Eric had all their money stolen while they were on holiday.
Of course this does 7ot mean that they arranged for somebody to steal their money. “They had
all their money stolen’ means only: *All their money was stolen from them.’

With this meaning, we use have something done to say that something happens to somebody or
their belongings. Usually what happens is not nice:

® George had his nose broken in a fight.

® Have you ever had your passport stolen?
