Gabrenya, Latane & Wang (1981) and Albanese & Van Fleet (1985)
note that as group sizes increase there is a tendency for the effort
put in by the group to be less than the average effort put in by
individuals engaged on the same task separately. Albanese & Van
Fleet (1985) report on the 'free-rider problem’, where the collective
nature of the 'contract' obscures the fact of one member failing to
honour their part of the contract. Gabrenya, Latane & Wang (1981,
p.180) discuss the phenomenon of 'social loafing' and typically
define it as "one where everyone puts in a little less".
