ERP – I   

ERP - the documents are created and subsequently accounted for (transactions are created)   
 
ERP - after chosen document registration -> created transactions (entries) - raw data  
 
General ledger entries such as for instance  Inventory|Vendor and  VAT|Vendor  
 
 
  



ERP - II  

Vendor entries :  invoices, payments, credit notes, returns, reminders  
 
Item entries : purchase, sale, shipment, receipt, consumption, production and transfer)  
 
 
 
 
Each entry represents a data record which consists of data fields of different types (numbers, 
texts, etc.)
