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 Strategically important are cooperation and 
competition 

 Competition is sustainable if clear rules are 
defined 

 Cooperation is sustainable if it is symmetric 
◦ more stable cooperation is based on foregoing 

competition – partners know strengths of each 
other and show due respect 

 The most successful strategy designed by 
Anatol Rapoport: Tit-for-Tat 
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 Start with cooperation, then react 
symmetrically
