Course offers basic overview of development paradigms, coupled with critical understanding of
the historical processes that have shaped the development discourses.

Cilem kurzu je prohloubeni reflexe o problematice rozvoje, jako globalniho a kontroverzniho
mySleni a praktiky replikované a reinventované v dobé pozdni modernity. Diraz je kladen na
kritické chapani rozvoje jako konkrétniho v historii zapusténého projektu, v SirSim kontextu
projektl kolonialismu, modernity, rozvoje a globalizace. Pfedstavena jsou paradigmata
modernizacni Skoly, Skoly zavislosti,neoliberalismu, lidského rozvoje, alternativniho rozvoje a
post-developmentu. Zakladni metodologické problémy jsou nastinény v konkrétni konfrontaci
s pfiklady z participativniho rozvoje, a na pozadi teoretické kritiky z pozic teorie komplexnich
systémd. Mimo kritiku ekonomického redukcionismu je nabidnuta kulturologicka kritika rozvoje
v kontextu post-kolonialnich studii, sub-altern a gender studii.

The course deals critically with concept of development as global thinking and practice
replicated and reinvented in contemporary world of high modernity. Key concepts of
development thinking and practice, as well as development paradigms are dealt with. Project
cycle management with its logical framework analysis as the main methodology is challenged
through the first-hand narratives of development experts with the devastating effect on the
ennobled construction of “local knowledge".
