Organizace kurzu: Kurz probéhne v Sesti ¢tyrhodinovych blocich. Termin konani
jednotlivych predndsek a seminafd je uveden niZe v Rozpisu predndsek a
seminarg.

ANOTACE KURZU:

Koncept reflexivity v sociologické teorii

Cilem kurzu je predstavit studentim rlzné zplsoby, jakymi byl v sociologii
rozpracovan koncept reflexivity, at uz na mikro-urovni socidlniho jednani, nebo
na makro-Grovni spoleéenskych systému. Kurz se nejprve zaméfi na defini¢ni
vymezeni mnohovyznamového pojmu reflexivita a poté se detailnéji zaméri na
koncept reflexivni modernizace (Beck, Lash, Giddens), diky némuz se reflexivita
dostdvd do centra pozornosti sociologického uvazovani. Kurz dale predstavi
hlavni pristupy, jez kriticky reagovaly na koncept reflexivni modernizace
v podobé kritického realismu (Archer) nebo relacni sociologie (Donati). Pozornost
bude dale vénovdana Uvaham o vazbach reflexivnihno jednani na habitus
(Bourdieu, Mouzelis, Elder-Vass). Kromé sociologicky mainstreamovych
konceptualizaci se kurz zamé&fi i na vyklady, jez zUstaly upozadény na periferii
sociologického uvazovani a které se soustfedily na diskurzivni a symbolickou
povahu reflexivniho jednani (Ailon) nebo rozvijely teze o spjatosti reflexivity
s emocemi (Holmes). V prib&hu kurzu tak budou studenti obezndmeni
s klicovymi predstaviteli sociologické teorie, ktefi se zabyvali konceptem
reflexivity. Zaroven si tak studenti osvoji konceptudlni nastroje k interpretaci
fenoménd, jejichz pochopeni je kli€¢ové pro analyzu fungovani soudasnych
spole¢nosti, at uz jde napfiklad o silici roli expertniho védéni v soulasnych
spolecnostech, silici poptavku po socialni ¢i environmentalni udrzitelnosti, nebo s
tim souvisejici volani po navratu k tradi¢nimu a komunitnimu.

The concept of reflexivity in sociological theory
The aim of the course is to present different ways in which the concept of
reflexivity has been developed in sociology both at the micro-level of social



action and at the macro-level of social systems. The course will firstly define a
meaning of the polysemic term reflexivity. Afterwards, the concept of reflexive
modernization (Beck, Lash, Giddens) that enhanced an introduction of the
concept into the centre of sociological scholarship will be presented. The course
will then present main critical approaches related to the reflexive modernization
thesis, either in terms of critical realism (Archer), or relational sociology
(Donati). A particular attention will also be given to those perspectives that dealt
with connections between reflexive action and habitus (Bourdieu, Mouzelis, Elder-
Vass). In addition to the mainstream sociological conceptualisations, the course
will also be focused on those explorations which remained sidelined to the
periphery of sociological scholarship; those that were focused on discoursive and
symbolic nature of reflexive agency (Ailon) or developed an idea about links
between reflexivity and emotions (Holmes). At the end of the course students
should become acquainted with key representatives of sociological theory who
have dealt with the concept of reflexivity. At the same, students should become
familiar with conceptual tools to interpret social phenomena whose
understanding is crucial for an analysis of contemporary societies, including the
role of expert knowledge, an increasing demand for social or environmental
sustainability, or reinvention of tradition and communities.
