ldeology very aggressive
Lack of credibility: Failure of allied deterrence

Operational success: Blitzkrieg France 1940

Intelligence failure: underestimated Soviet
Union’ s strength

Lack of economic capability to wage long war
Bad allies

Too weak: great risks of multiple front war
problem

Cold War the result of Germany’ s grand
strategic decisions in 1939, 1940 and 1941
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United States

Prodigious economic power, latent military
power

Supply U.S. military and allies

Europe first, but in reality fight Europe, Air War
and Pacific Wars simultaneously

Tension between Navy, Army, Army Air Forces

U.S. has excellent grand strategy, landing in
Europe on June 6, 1944, letting the Soviets pay
the blood price

Big consequences for central and eastern
Europe, and the Cold War
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
