Solidni znalost angli¢tiny je nutna ke zvladnuti studijni literatury. Formalni prerekvizity nejsou
stanoveny zadné. Predpoklédda se obeznamenost s obecnéjsimi tématy populacnich studii, naptiklad
v rozsahu kurzu ,,Popula¢ni studia® (SOCn6202).

ZAKLADNI CHARAKTERISTIKA KURZU:

Predklada ke kritické diskuzi vysledky soudobého sociologického a demografického zkoumani
rodiny. Cilem debaty je nejen konkrétni znalost témat a dil¢ich vysledki badani, ale rozvoj
schopnosti identifikovat meze sou¢asného poznani a kreativné se zamyslet nad moZnostmi, jak toto
poznani rozsifit a obohatit. Soucasti debaty tedy budou nejen témata vécnd a teoreticka, ale i témata
metodologicka. Kurz vede studujici k tomu, aby tyto své schopnosti kultivovali pfi vlastni
empirické badatelské praci. Kurz se zamétuje dominantné na kvantitativni vyzkumnou produkei,
ktera v této Casti socialni védy vyrazné dominuje.
