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THE ACT OF DEDICATION

AN ACT to set apart a certain tract of land lying near the headwaters of the Yellowstone
River as a public park. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That the tract of land in the Territories of
Montana and Wyoming ... is hereby reserved and withdrawn from settlement, occupancy,
or sale under the laws of the United States, and dedicated and set apart as a public park or
pleasuring ground for the benefit and enjoyment of the people; and all persons who shall
locate, or settle upon, or occupy the same or any part thereof, except as hereinafter
provided, shall be considered trespassers and removed there from ...

Approved March 1, 1872.
