Course objectives:

Qualitative strategies currently offer a large number of research approaches and methods, which
differ from each other mainly by different theoretical orientations. In a qualitative strategy,
researchers tend to have difficulty in justifying the choice of specific research methods and
approaches with respect to the research topic and cognitive problem. The aim of the course is to
enable students to understand the various theoretical orientations of qualitative research and to
define the research problem of practice in the logical and theoretical justification of the choice of a
specific research methodology of the dissertation.

Learning outcomes:

After completing the course, the student will be able to design and explain a suitable method or
methods of qualitative research of a social phenomenon, topic or problem.

Course completion method:

Submission of a seminar project on the design of a research methodology for a dissertation. The
proposed research methodology may relate to the whole or part of the dissertation research. The
expected scope of the methodology is about 15 standard pages. (30 lines; 60 keystrokes per line,
including spaces, approx. 5,000 words).

Topics:

1. Relationships between quantitative and qualitative strategy in research practice. Examples of
tensions and the combination of both strategies in research:

- two-phase design,
- dominant and less dominant design,
- mixed design.

How would you characterize your dissertation research in terms of the research strategy used?
Justify your opinion.

2. Suitable areas and topics of social work and public policy for the application of qualitative
research:

- ethnography of target groups and communities;

- symbolic interactions and organizational processes;

- complex systems with meaning ambiguity (Grouded Theory);

- phenomenological studies of everyday practices and attitudes;
- language structures in speech and written text;

- participatory research and democratic evaluation of interventions.



How would you characterize the topic and subject of your dissertation research to justify your choice
to apply a qualitative research strategy?

3. Selected designs of qualitative research and their use in the creation and development of theories:
- study of complexity using "grounded theory";

- study of internal dynamics of "focus group";

- testing of preliminary models using a "case study";

- Conversational interview and in-depth "thematic analysis".

Describe the basic features of one of the mentioned research designs, which you have chosen as a
suitable methodology for your qualitative research.

4. Selected methods and techniques of data collection and their interpretation:

- techniques for generating "grouded theory" using coding processes;

- techniques of hermeneutic interpretation of organizational and political documents
- techniques of critical discursive analysis of language structures

- conversational interview techniques and creation of meaning categories and topics

Select a specific procedure for processing the selected research design according to the specific
author. It is possible to start from the given literature related to the mentioned methods and
techniques of research or to start from one's own literary sources.

. The role of the researcher in qualitative research (or in evaluation)

. Methods of data collection

. Methods of data analysis and interpretation

. Strategies for validation of research findings (triangulation, use of mixed methods)
10. Research and selection set, method of selection

11. Description of data structure - contexts for interpretation
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12. Expected ethical issues and problems
13. Preliminary pilot findings (optional)
14. Expected results (optional and more detailed than in point 4))
