Obsah a cil:

Cilem tohoto kurzu je pFedstavit studujicim moznosti komparativniho vyzkumu
komunikace, seznamit je se zaklady systémového mysleni o médiich a s pozici Ceského
medialniho systému v mezinarodnim prostredi. Kurz se zabyva otazkami, jak a pro€ se
rizné narodni medialni systémy lisi, jak se tyto odliSnosti a podobnosti vyviji, jak je I1ze
zkoumat a jaké jsou v této srovnavaci perspektivé vybrané hlavni rysy Ceského
medialniho systému. Prvni blok lekci se vénuje teoretickym a metodologickym
vychodiskiim komparativniho vyzkumu komunikace, druhy blok je zaméfen na téma
srovnavani medialnich systémuU a zurnalistickych kultur, a tfeti blok se podrobnéji
vénuje vybranym tématim komparativnich medialnich studii. V prabéhu kurzu si
studujici osvoji teoretické ramce, které jim pomuUzou pfi analyze &im dal tim
komplexnéjSich a vice propojenych svétovych medialnich prostfedi. Zarover prohloubi
svoji schopnost kriticky uvaZovat o fungovani médii v Ceské republice, kontextualizovat
a vyhodnocovat narodni i mezinarodni trendy, a promyslet a argumentovat v debatach
o kliCovych problémech a oblastech fungovani médii.
