Charleston and Walter Scott, McKinney, Texas, and the pool party. At least a dozen incidents, some
recorded, some not, have made national headlines since Garner’s death. And the phrase “I can’t
breathe,” which Garner can be heard repeating in Orta’s video as police held him down, has been

adopted as a primary rallying cry of the movement.
