Uvod do Animal Studies
Vyucujici: PhDr. Tereza Vandrovcova

Cile pfedmétu: Animal Studies (znamy téz jako Human-Animal Studies ¢i Antrozoologie) je
relativné novy, ale dynamicky se rozvijejici obor v rdmci spolecenskych véd, ktery se zabyva
rdznorodymi vztahy mezi lidmi a ostatnimi zviraty. Tento komplex vztaha je nazirdn ze
spolecenskovédni perspektivy, nejedna se tedy o studium zvirat jako takovych (biologie,
etologie - a¢ poznatky téchto véd vyuziva), ale o studium jejich postaveni ve spole¢nosti a
mezidruhové interakce, promény vztahtd mezi lidmi a zvitaty v historii, vlivu zvifat na lidské
chovani a mnoho dalSich témat, které se vztahu lidi a ostatnich zvifat tykaji. Vice info na
webu humanimal.cz.

Na konci tohoto kurzu budou mit studenti zakladni prehled o interdiciplinarnim spolecensko-
védnim oboru Animal Studies. Budou chapat, jakym zplsobem jsou zvifata socialné
konstruovédna a samostatné reflektovat tento proces i v oblastech, které nebudou probirany.
Studenti rovnéZz budou schopni diskutovat o etickych otdzkach tykajicich se moralniho
statusu zvitat a kriticky reflektovat své vlastni kulturni predpoklady.

Vyukové metody: Tento kurz bude kombinaci predndsky a seminare, ktery predpoklada
aktivni praci studentl. V ramci domacich ukoll (psani anotaci) budou vyuZivany anglicky
psané zdroje, proto je pro jejich splnéni potreba schopnost Cist anglicky text.

Metody hodnoceni: Studenti si mohou vybrat libovolnou kombinaci z nize uvedenych forem
atestaci.

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Cile v anglictiné: Animal Studies (also Human-Animal Studies or Anthrozoology) is relatively
new, but dynamically developing field within social science which explore various
relationships among humans and other animals. These relationships are perceived from the
perspecitve of social sciences. It means that it is not about studying animals per se (like in
biology or ethology, even though AS uses its findings) but it is about studying of animals'
status in society, interspecies interactions, their changes within the history, influence of
animals on human behavior and lot of other topics, which are related to the relationship of
humans and other animals.

Upon completion of this course, students should be able to understand Animal Studies as an
interdisciplinary field within social sciences. They will understand the social construction of
nonhuman animals and will reflect this process by themselves in other areas. Students will



be able to discuss ethical approaches toward nonhumans' social status and reflect critically

upon their own biases stemming forom the cultural patterns.

Vyukové metody v angli¢tiné: This course will be a combination of lecture and seminar and

it expects active participation of students. Homework will involve English resources

therefore it is important to read in English to complete these tasks.

Metody hodnoceni v anglictiné: Students can choose arbitrary combination of following

tasks. It is necessary to gain 6 points.

annotation (1800 characters) 1 point

field task (observation/reflection) 1 point

essay regarding animals in human society (4000-6000 char.) 2 points

regular attendance (min 70 %) and active involving in discussions 3 points
conducting of a qualitative interview about carnism (will be specified) 3 points

Osnova v anglictiné:
