Logical development of body and thesis (Accurate 50
and valid reasons. One clear idea related to thesis in each
paragraph. Student’s own ideas, supported by logical
reasoning and evidence from sources. Clear explanation

of everything. Course concepts used accurately and ef-
fectively. Logical order of ideas, and smooth flow be-

tween ideas. Read has no questions or doubts.)

Depth, appropriateness, and use of research (Mini- 10
mum of five high-quality, acceptable sources directly

related to topic. Use of MU online databases and primary

and secondary sources. Sufficient, relevant, well-chosen,
effective cited ideas. Source material introduced and
explained.)

Third per-
son only.)
