250 Indigenous delegates

Recognise vs. recognition, consensus

 Document presented to PM Turnbull:

• never ceded sovereignty

• constitutionally enshrined voice to 

parliament

• establish “Makarrata” commission

 Additional details still to be addressed



Recognition of Indigenous peoples
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 Additional details still to be addressed:

s.51 xxvi – “the race power”

specificities of voice to parliament

 Criticism from conservatives, other Indigenous 

people

 Voice to parliament rejected by PM Turnbull
