m King Idris, the only Libyan King for 18 years
m Became King in 1949 after UN Resolution

m |dris allowed American and British military bases in
exchange for development funds

m Ojl was discovered in 1959




Kingdom overthrown by young
Gaddafi

m King Idris becomes ill and leaves
command of the throne to his
nephew

m 26 year old military official
Gaddafi leads the revolution

» Gaddafi becomes Libya’s
Leader in 1969

m For the first time, the Libyan
identity is created

m Governed Libya for 42 years

® His revolutionary ideas were not liked by the West
m Pro African and Pro Arab

m Supreme role in Northern Africa (South Sahara, Chad)

French franc (CFA).

® Libyan government stated that the rebellion was
led by Islamic Groups, by which they justified their
policy against them

m Proposed by UK, France and Lebanon. Rebels
were almost defeated.

m Passed on March 2011 with 10 votes and 5
abstentions

Article 42 UN Charter

m “Should the Security Council consider that
measures provided for in Article 41 would be
inadequarte or have proved to be inadequate, it
may take such action by air, seq, or land forces
as may be necessary to maintain or restore
international peace and security”

QOutcomes of Operation
Unified Protector

» Gaddafi was captured and killed 20" of October 2011
m NATO left Libya 315" of October

® Inferim government was established and elections later
m Lack of post-conflict reconstruction

® Only 14 NATO Members engaged militarily
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
