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1. Cile kurzu

V kurzu se studenti seznami s hlavnimi teoretickymi ptistupy k bezpecnosti v discipliné
mezinarodnich vztahl (MV). Cilem kurzu je strucné predstavit historicky vyvoj pojmu bezpecnosti v
MV, odlisSné zplsoby (napf. z hlediska pozice aktéra Ci typu referencniho objektu) konceptualizace
tohoto pojmu a demonstrovat propojeni tohoto/téchto konceptu/( s teoriemi MV. To vse s dirazem
na energetickd témata. Uvod kurzu se zaméfuje dvéma dominantnim, tradi¢nim, p¥istupim k MV,
realismu a liberalismu. A dale na nich zaloZenych pojetich energetické bezpecnosti, tj. strategickému
a trznimu pfristupu. Nasledujici pfedndsky jsou zaméreny na revizionistické pristupy k bezpecnosti.
Postupné je predstaven socidlni konstruktivismus — coby sociadlni teorie i systémova teorie
mezinarodnich vztahl, kodariskd skola a teorie sekuritizace, vybrané koncepty pafiZzské Skoly
zalozené na sociologii Pierra Bourdieua, soucasné interpretace Marxismu, vel$ska Skola kritickych
bezpecnostnich studii, a nakonec novy materialismus, ktery rozviji mysleni Bruno Latoura. Studenti
tak ziskaji komplexni vhled do problematiky (energetické) bezpecnosti v teoriich mezinarodnich
vztah(l, ktery jim umozni s jednotlivymi koncepty a teoriemi naklddat informovanym a tvlrcim
zpUsobem. Velmi dlleZité je pfitom zapojeni studentl v ramci seminafe, v némz si formou diskuse
studenti jednotlivé argumenty, koncepty, teorie atd. aktivné osvojuiji.

Po absolvovani kurzu by studenti méli byt schopni:

1. porozumét obecnym charakteristikam jednotlivych pfistupl k bezpecnosti v kontextu
teorii MV;

2. posoudit vyuzitelnost jednotlivych pfistupl ve vztahu kaktualnim problémim
proménujiciho se mezindrodniho prostredi;

3. pouzit jednotlivé pristupy ke kritické reflexi a analyze témat v oblasti mezinarodni
bezpecénosti a energetické bezpecnosti.

DuleZité upozornéni k podvodnému pinéni studijnich povinnosti

Vyuka na FSS MU predpoklada, Ze studenti znaji studijni predpisy a Ze se nedopoustéji
podvodného plnéni studijnich povinnosti, zejména opisovani u zkousek a plagiatorstvi, tedy vydavani
cizich myslenek za vlastni a prebirani myslenek jinych autord bez uvedeni autorstvi. Plagiatorstvi patfi
k nejzdvainéjsim etickym provinénim v akademickém prostiedi, popira poslani univerzity i smysl
studia.

2. Organizace kurzu a podminky jeho absolvovani

Kurz probéhne formou prednadsek a navazujicich seminara (struktura kurzu detailnéji viz
dale). Uéast na prednaskach je doporuéend, nikoli povinna. Aktivita student(i na seminatich bude
bodové hodnocena. Kazdy student prednese prezentaci v ramci nékterého ze seminarll. Posledni
¢asti hodnoceni je zavérecna zkouska (hodnoceni detailnéji viz dale).

Nedilnou soucasti kurzu je zavérecna evaluace formou on-line dotazniku.
2.1 Seminar (58 %)

PInohodnotné zapojeni studentl do prace v seminafi vyZzaduje, aby si do kazdého seminare
k danému datu, vypracovali seminarni pfipravu (position paper) na zakladé zadané povinné literatury
a pripadné také doporucené a dalsi literatury. Semindrni pfiprava musi mit 3 casti: (1)
reflexi/polemiku; (2) otazky do diskuse (alespon tfi); a (3) seznam literatury. Pfiprava bude psana
v anglickém jazyce. Pfiprava zahrne vSechny texty zadané v povinné literature s vyjimkou textu
oznacenych jako ,,pouze ¢etba“. Rozsah €asti (1) musi byt striktné alespor 3600 znakd véetné mezer
(jedna se tedy o minimalni rozsah pfipravy bez (2) otdzek a (3) seznamu literatury). Horni hranice
rozsahu casti (1) je 4500 znak( véetné mezer.

Pfipravy budou vypracovany pro setkani (2) az (9) a (11) az (13); tj. celkem 11 pftiprav. Za
pripravu je mozné ziskat nejvySe 3 body (celkem tedy 33 bodul). Svoji pfipravu student odesle
elektronicky nejpozdéji 2 dny pfed konanim seminare (tj. do pondélni plinoci véetné) do pfislusné
,odevzdavdrny“. Ztextu musi byt patrné, kdo je autorem, a na ktery semindi je pfiprava
zpracovavana. Formalni pozadavky viz vzor v organizacnich pokynech. Soubor bude pojmenovén
v tomto formatu: Prijmeni_cislo (napf. Novakova_3).

Hodnocena bude také aktivita v seminafi. Student mlze v jednom seminafri ziskat nejvyse 2
body (celkem tedy 22 bodl). Hodnoceny jsou pouze plvodni pfispévky do debaty, které rozvijeji a
posouvaji diskuzi (tj. nikoli pFispévky jako: ,To jsem chtél fict také, myslim, Ze kolega to vystihl“).

2.3 Prezentace (11 %)

Soucasti kurzu je prezentace (max. 5 minut), jejimz obsahem bude ukazka aplikace vybrané
teorie ¢i konceptu na konkrétni energeticky ramovany problém. Prezentace by méla sledovat formu
konferenc¢niho prispévku. Musi byt zpracovana vtextové formé (detaily viz nize). Ktématim
prezentaci se studenti pfihlasi prostfednictvim online seznamu témat, ktery jim bude zaslan
emailem nejpozdéji béhem prvniho tydne semestru.

Prezentaci je nutné odevzdat nejpozdéji 2 dny pred jejim konanim do pfislusné
,odevzdavarny“. Rozsah textové formy prezentace by se mél pohybovat cca mezi 5400 az 7200 znaky
(bez seznamu literatury). Text bude splfiovat standardni formalni poZadavky kladené na seminarni
prace. Textova forma prezentace bude v anglickém jazyce. Odevzdani textové formy prezentace je
povinné. Soubor bude pojmenovan vtomto formdtu: Prijmeni_prezentace (napft.



Novakova_prezentace). UZiti Power Pointu ¢i jinych prezentacnich nastroji je mozné jen pokud je
z hlediska prezentace klicové zobrazovat graficky material (grafy, mapy, obrazky apod.).

Za radné odevzdanou a prednesenou prezentaci lze ziskat nejvySe 10 bodi. Hodnoceni bude
reflektovat (1) naplnéni daného tématu (4 body), (2) pfidanou hodnotu prezentace v porovnani se
zadanou literaturou (4 body), (3) prezentaci prispévku a naplnéni formalnich pozadavkl textové
jeho formy (2 body). Zbyvajici studenti jsou povinni se s obsahem prezentace vramci pfipravy
seznamit tak, aby byli schopni (v nékolika bodech) definovat vlastni pozici vici textu. Povinna
literatura nesmi byt pouZzita jako jediny hlavni zdroj pfispévku (jednim z ucelll prezentace je dohledat
k tématu alternativni a doplfujici informace).

Prezentace prob&hnou vidy v lvodu pfisluiného seminafe. Ustni prezentace probéhne
v Cestiné.

2.4 Zavérecna zkouska (32 %)

Zavérecna zkouska se bude sestdvat z 6 otevienych otazek (kazdd hodnocena 0-5 body)
v rozsahu zadané povinné literatury a odpfednasené latky témat (1) az (9) a (11) az (13). Doba trvani
zkousky je 60 minut. Nejvyse je tak mozné ziskat 30 bodu.

Pro uspésné dokonceni kurzu je zavérecnou zkousku nutné absolvovat alespon na 33 %, tj.
10 bodd.

V pfipadé, Ze student ziska vice nez 25 bod, zvysi se jeho celkové hodnoceni o jeden stupen;
a to s vyjimkou dvou situaci: (1) bodovy zisk bez této ,prémie” jiz odpovida hodnoceni A; (2) bodovy
zisk bez této ,,prémie” odpovida hodnoceni F.
