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Anotace kurzu

Teoreticky kurz, ur€eny magisterskym studujicim, seznamuje posluchacky a posluchace se
zakladnimi tématy, koncepty, otdzkami a problémy krizového zpravodajstvi a jeho vyzkumu.

V pribéhu semestru se budeme vénovat nejprve zakladnimu vymezeni naduzivaného pojmu
»krize ve vztahu k médiim, pocinaje jeji sociologickou, mediologickou a krizoveé-
komunikaéni typologizaci a konce zpochybnénim dichotomii, které krizi a riziko, respektive
jejich rozmanité konceptualizace prondsleduji: Je riziko redlné, nebo medialné konstruované?
Znamena krize udalost uvnitf, anebo vné redakce? V jakych smyslech se octla v krizi samotna
zurnalistika? Je krize permanentnim stavem modernity, anebo jednordzovou medidlni
udalosti? Po tomto Givodu se pfesuneme k normativnim 1 deskriptivnim pfedstavam o medialni
reprezentaci a pokryti krize a jejich jednotlivych typt a ke konceptualizaci nejobecnéjSich
efekti medialni reprezentace krize.

Dalsi ¢tyfi setkani budou vénovéna riznym perspektivam na vztah médii a valky. Prvni z nich
se zam¢ii na mediatizaci valky, mirovou a vale¢nou Zurnalistiku, fenomén ,hybridniho*
konfliktu, rozptylené valky, vztah médii a politické moci, a to ve specifickych ptipadech
(Vietnam, Irdk, Ukrajina, Syrie). Druhé setkani pak sto¢i pozornost k mytu vale¢ného
reportéra, machismu pfitomném v dané profesni specializaci a k fenoménu ,,adrenalin
junkies®. Zaroven tematizuje naopak neviditelné, ale zdsadné a stale vice dilezité postavy
zpravodajstvi z konfliktnich z6n, totiz fixery a stringery. Zamétime se predev$im na zplisob
spoluprace fixerti s velkymi zapadnimi medidlnimi domy a na odstupfiovanou prekarizaci
jednotlivych aktéri krizového zpravodajstvi. Posledni ze série ,,valeCnych* setkani bude
vénovano diskuzi s nékterou Zijici vale€nou reportérkou/reportérem.

Dale se kurz zabyva vztahy médii a jednotlivych typu krize (respektive udalosti a fenoménti
ramovanych ¢i konstruovanych jako krize): teroristickych utokl, revoluci, pfirodnich
katastrof a ekologické krize a nakonec migrace.

Zaveérecna setkani jsou vénovana etice krizového zpravodajstvi (otazce, jak svédcit o utrpeni
Druhych; dilematu aktérstvi a pozorovatelstvi; krizi soucitu; moZznostem nové Zurnalistiky) a
emociondlni praci krizovych reportérek a reportérii, véetné jejich typickych obrannych
mechanismd.

Cilem tohoto teoretického predmétu je sezndmit studenty se zdkladnimi koncepty krizové
zurnalistiky a koncepty uchopujicimi vztah médii a rozmanitych typl krize. Pfedmét je
koncipovan jako kombinace prednasky (45 minut) a seminafe (45 minut). B€hem seminare
budeme kolektivné diskutovat povinné texty a aktudlnost a relevanci v nich obsazenych
konceptti.

Studujici budou po absolvovani predmétu schopni:

- Orientovat se v zakladnich pojmech vazicich se ke vztahu médii a krize
- Pouzivat probrané pojmy ve vlastnim akademickém textu
- Reflektovat vlastni novinafska eticka dilemata (nejen) v krizovych situacich

z hodnoceni eseje na ptedem zvolené téma (2000-2200 slov), odevzdaného na konci
semestru (max. 60 bod®). Pfi hodnoceni se ptihlizi k aktivité studujicich pii
semindfovych Castech setkani.
