There was some debate after the recent London bombings about the term
‘sousveillance’ and whether it (or perhaps ‘coveillance’, ‘equiveillance’) is
appropriate for people keeping an eye on each other, particularly at the police's
behest. Whatever term decided upon, it's going to become more common. The
Picturephoning website now posts that police are asking people in 2 towns in
England to report antisocial behavior via MMS. They're looking for evidence of
graffiti, vandalism, fly tipping, etc. so they know where to focus their resources.
They emphasize, however, they're not looking for people to get themselves into
trouble by trying to catch people in the act, but rather the aftermath/damages.
