Definice

* Makrouroven vs. mikrouroven

* NevycCerpava se pouzivanim

a diky svému clenstvi v riznych skupindach (,,znamosti“), jde o
soukromy statek

e Zdroje ulozené ve vztazich mezi lidmi, které mohou pomoci vyresit
dilemata kolektivniho jednani, jde o verejny statek

e ,connections among individuals — social networks and the norms of
reciprocity and trustworthiness that arise from them”

e Svazujici vs. premostujici
 Svazujici: generuje duvéru dovnitf komunity, souvisi predevsim s
primarnimi vztahy

* Premostujici: souvisi s ob¢anskosti, usnadriuje organizaci skrze slabé
vazby

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Socialni kapital na makrourovni (Putnam)

* Tri hlavni komponenty: dlvéra, socidlni normy a povinnosti, socidlni
sité a sdruzeni

e Sité obCanské angazovanosti
- Podporuji vznik norem obecné reciprocity a podporuji narust duvéry

- Umoznuji koordinaci a komunikaci, umoznuji prekonavat dilemata
kolektivniho jednani

- Snizuji pobidky pro oportunismus
- Jsou zakorenény v tradicich spoluprace
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 Americané se postupné prestavaji politicky angazovat (nechodi k volbam,
na verejné shromazdeéni, atd.), roste neduvéra ve vladu.

Bowling Alone (Putnam)

* Celkové klesa ¢lenstvi v rznych spolcich a organizacich, v¢. téch
nabozenskych, odborovych, dobrovolnickych, v¢. bowlingovych asociaci:
individudlni pocet hracu roste, ale pocet lidi hrajicich v ligdch klesa

* Kdyz lidé hraji sami, nepodileji se na socialnich interakcich, debatach, atd.
* Proc tedy klesa socialni kapital v USA?

* Nejde o demografické zmeény, ¢asté stehovani nebo navrat zen do prace.
Hlavni pri¢inou jsou technologie které individualizuji volnocCasové aktivity —
televize, internet, socialni sité...

e SkuteCnost je vztahova

* Analyza nerovnosti ve spolecnosti, analyza aktéru a
jejich socialnich pozic

* Socialni pozice neni ménitelna snadno ani rychle
 Socialni svét se sklada z ruznych socialnich poli

* Pozice kazdého jedince v kazdém takovém poli je
dana riznym mnozstvi ruznych forem kapitalu —
ekonomického, kulturniho a socialniho)

* Symbolicky kapital — uznani (napr. cCest)

e Kazdé socialni pole — uméni, vzdélavani, pravo, politika, ekonomie —
razny profil s riznou dulezitosti riznych forem kapitalu

* Formy kapitdlu — produkce a certifikace — je zajistovana rdznymi
aktéry kteri definuji Sance ostatnich ziskat dobrou pozici na daném
poli

 Socialni kapital: mnozstvi vazeb, které dany jedince ma a muze
mobilizovat; zavisi na mnozstvi kapitalu, ktery vlastni ti, ke kterym je
tento jedinec pripojen



Socialni kapital na mikrourovni

Socialni kapital je vzdy zavisly na jinych formach kapitalu

,Model stanovi vzdalenosti, predurcujici pravdéepodobnost setkani,
pribuznosti, sympatii nebo i touhy: konkrétné receno, pro lidi situované v
prostoru nahore je velmi nepravdépodobné manzelské spojeni s lidmi
situovanymi dole, protoze za prvé maji malou nadéji se s nimi fyzicky setkat
(leda na takzvanych "podezrelych mistech”, Cili za cenu prekroceni
socialnich hranic, jez jsou vedle prostorové vzdalenosti jeste dalsi
prekazkou), a za druhé, i kdyby se s nimi pri néjaké prilezitosti letmo a
takrikajic nahodou setkali, nebudou "na sebe slyset”, navzajem si
doopravdy rozumét a jedni druhym se libit. Blizkost v socialnim prostoru
naopak ke sblizeni predem disponuje: lidé zaujimajici postaveni v jedné
urcité omezené Cisti prostoru si budou jednak blizsi a jednak ke sblizeni

Socialni kapital na mikrourovni
(Coleman)

e Raciondlni jednani v analyze socidlnich systému

* Definice: je definovan svoji funkci, nejde o konkrétni prvek ale souhrn
prvku

* Socialni kapital povstava ze zmén v lidskych vztazich (tj. sklada se z urcitych
aspektl socialni struktury), které usnadnuji socidlni jednani a prispiva k
jinym formam kapitalu (napfr. lidsky)

e Zahrnuje povinnosti, ocekavani a duveéru ve struktury, informacni kanaly,
normy a sankce

e Je produktivni, umoznuje dosahovani cill, které by jinak dosazeny nebyly.

* MUzZe nabyvat ruzné podoby (kulturni vazby, organizacni vztahy, ob¢anska
kultura)



Socialni kapital na mikrourovni
(Coleman)

* Socialni kapital je podporovan urcitymi formami socialni struktury:
- uzavirani a zhustovani socialnich siti (mezigeneracni, intrageneracni)
- organizacemi, které , prezily” svlj plvodni ucel

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Subgroups

* Dense interaction within some parts of the network — cohesive
subgroup

 Members often share norms, goals, ideals
* Membership may by used to explain some outcomes
* Visual identification of subgroups is not always adequate



Two approaches

* Bottom-up: analysis starts from identifying patterns in the dyads and
their combinations (cliques, clans, cores ...)

* Top-down: analysis starts from the network as a whole and broader
underlying processes (components, factions ...)



Cliques

* Maximal connected subgraph

* subset of actors in which every actors is adjacent to every other actor
in the subgroup and we cannot add any more actors and not violate
the first condition

* Cligues may overlap — when there are too many cliques
e Cligue-membership matrix

* Cligue participation matrix —min 0, max 1, in-between — connections
to members of clique/ connections needed to become a member of a
clique



N-cliques

* Not-so-maximal connected subgraph

e alternative is to define an actor as a member of a clique if they are
connected to every other member of the group at a distance greater
than one

* Every actor must be no more than n-steps away from every other
actor.

* Friend of a friend — path of length 2

* A member may be connected to the cliqgue by a node which is not a
member of a clique




N-clans

* V/s. N-cliques

* An n-clan is an n-clique in which (a) all actors are connected by
paths of length < n, and (b) every node is also a member of the n-
clique.

* N-clan - forcing all ties among members of an n-clique to occur by
way of other members of the n-clique

Other types of subgroups

* K-plexes: actors may be members of a clique even if they have ties to all
but K other members (node is member of a clique of size n if it has direct
ties to n-k members of that clique)

* K-cores: maximal group of actors, all of whom are connected to some
number (K) of other members of the group [The coreness of a vertex is k if
it belongs to the k-core but not to the (k+1)-core]

* F-groups: maximal groups made up of "strongly transitive" and "weakly
transitive” triads (for valued networks)
: A strong tie triad is formed when, if there is a tie XY and a tie YZ, there is
also a tie XZ that is equal in value to the XY and YZ ties.
: A weakly transitive triad is formed if the ties XY and YZ are both stronger
than the tie XZ, but the tie XZ is greater than some cut-off value.




Components

* sub-graphs that are connected within, but disconnected between
sub-graphs

* directed graphs: weak component is a set of nodes that are
connected, regardless of the direction of ties vs. strong component
requires respecting the direction of ties to be in the same component




Bi-Components

e Cutpoint: if this node is removed, the structure becomes divided into
un-connected parts - blocks



Factions

* Partition of nodes into the predetermined number of cohesive groups
* Vs. cligues — no multiple membership
* Applicable to valued data
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
