with a sliding glass door. All doors were secured with the exception

of the balcony door and the side door located on the end of the

Observations of the side door revealed a small amount of blood on the

exterior and a large amount of smeared blood on the interior, just

hair were in an adjoining hallway. The same hallway wall was smeared

with blood stains. The hallway led to a bedroom. On the bed, blood

04 portion of the sheets were bloodstained. Carpet beside the bed, and

05 at the end of the bed, was heavily soiled with blood stains and more

06 strands of bloody hair were found. Checks of all rooms in the unit

07 revealed no signs of the weapons used.

- PHOTOGRAPHS The scene was photographed by Det. sSgt. M¢KELL using

09 a Polaroid Spectra System instant camera. A total of nine pictures
