The Genitive

Use
1) The Genitive follows some verbs (it is the object of these verbs):

ptat se: Ptala jsem se ucitelky. Ptali jsme se doktora.

2) The Genitive is used after some prepositions:
a) expressing place:

DO (to) Pljdeme do restaurace.
Z/ZE (from) Monika je z Velké Britanie. Ze skoly pjdu do hospody a potom domu.
U (at) 1. U skoly je zastavka.

2. Odpoledne budu u kamarada. (= people’s place)

BLIZKO (nearby)  Park je blizko $koly.
+ some others: uprostied, kolem, vedle, od (in the middle, past, next to, from)

b) expressing time:
OD - DO (from — to) Budu doma od cervence do zafi.
c) Some other prepositions, neither place nor time:
BEZ (without) Bez tebe nepujdeme. Nemam rad kavu bez cukru.
OD (from, used with people, often authors) Ten email mam od sestry. Vidél jsem
novy film od Spielberga.
+ kromé (besides, except)
3) The Genitive follows the expressions of quantity (partitive meaning):
Moc, malo, hodné, nékolik,...KOLIK, metr, litr,.....
4) The Genitive follows cardinal numbers above 5:
pét studentd
5) The genitive is used if a noun depends on a noun (often possessive meaning: Whose?)
Otec kamarada, sklenice mléka, ....
6) The Genitive expresses time by giving the answer to the question Kdy? Kolikatého (What
date?)
Mam narozeniny patého dubna.

Forms of the genitive singular
The genitive singular of Ma = the accusative singular of Ma

Znam dobrého doktora. — Byl jsem u dobrého doktora.



The Nominative expresses a 'DOER’

Lékari pracuji v nemocnici. V Brné jsou velka nameésti. Tady parkuji auta. Moje
rodina bydli v Némecku. Zahranic¢ni studenti studuji v Brné.

The Locative expresses PLACE, the prepositions V/VE and NA, TIME after the
preposition V/VE (+ a place and objects after other prepositions)):

Zdravotni sestry pracuji a . Studuju , ale moje
rodina Zije . je hezky stary kostel.

V lednu jsem lyZoval. V Iété budu doma.

The Dative expresses PERSON/PEOPLE’S PLACE after the preposition K/KE (and
it is used after other prepositions and verbs as an object):

Je mi Spatné, musim jit k doktorovi. Zitra pldjdu ke kamaradce Evé.

The Instrumental expresses means of transport in the phrase BY f.e.by car,....
(and it is used after the preposition S and some other prepositions):

Do Indie poletim letadlem.

The Vocative is used to address a person:

Pane Novaku! Pani Novakova! Evo! Petfe! Tomasi!

Pane doktore, pane profesore, pani doktorko, pani ucitelko, sestro,...
