Comparative of adjectives: regular forms

—  krasny > krasnéjsi; moderni > modernéjsi
—  teply > teplejsi

1V pokoiji je ticho, vichni spi. x Mluvte tise = potichu, déti uz spi.




Comparative of adverbs: regular forms
E/O > ENl
—  krasné > krasnéji; moderné > modernéji; pomalu > pomaleji

Comparative expresses comparison. It is always used with NEZ (for example: Brno je mensi ne?
Praha. = Brno is smaller than Prague.).

Superlative of adjectives and adverbs

simply put NEJ- to the comparative form
— lepsi (better) > NEJlepsi (the best)
— vice (more) > NEJvice (the most)

Superlative expresses the superiority (the best, the fastest tec.), usualy is followed by something like
,ha svété” (in the world), ,,v Brné” (in Brno), ,ve tfidé” (in the class) or,z nas” (out of us), ,ze vSech”

(out of all).

Adjective x adverbs

When do | have to use the adjective and when the adverb?
adjectives: JAKY/JAKA/JAKE?
Vlak je rychly. Moje zmrzlina je Spatnd. Pocasi je chladné.
e adjectives describe nouns, there is the link between the noun and adjective)
adverbs: JAK?
Vlak jede rychle. Citim se Spatné. Dneska je chladno.
e adverbs often describe verbs, there is the link between the verb and the adverb; when we
speak about the weather, we usually use adverbs to describe the weather)
e adverbs can be used with nouns (adverbs of quantity: moc prace, méné bolesti), adjectives
(moc dobry), or other adverbs (jak dlouho)
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
