» An attempt to define ideal political systém, which would immune to such
mistakes as Socrates punishment
» The citizens would be divided into the three groups according to personal
qualities:
v'Rulers (Philosopher Kings)

v'Warriors/Guardians
v'"Workers

» The citizen would be paired according to their qualities (the best with the

best, the worst with the worst)
