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U doktora = At the doctor’s

bolet = to hurt, to ache, to be painful

The verb “bolet” needs the accusative case.

Co vas/te boli? = What is hurting you?

Boli mé hlava. = | have a headache./My head hurts.
Boli mé zub. = | have a toothache./My tooth hurts.

The painful part of the body is the subject of the sentence = it is in the

nominative case (co, hlava, zub).
The person/animal suffering from the pain, is the object of a sentence =

it is in the accusative case (vas/té, mé).

Accusative object-centered expressions

To je David. Boli ho bficho. — Davida boli bricho. (David — Davida)

To je Jonas. Boli ho noha. — Jonase boli noha. (Jonas — Jonase)

To je Monika. Boli ji hlava. — Moniku boli hlava. (Monika — Moniku)

To je Lucie. Boli ji ruka. — Lucii boli ruka. (Lucie — Lucii)

To je pan Jandak. Boli ho ucho. — Pana Jandaka boli ucho. (pan Jandak —
pana Jandaka)

To je pani Mala. Boli ji o€i. — Pani Malou boli o€i. (pani Mala — pani Malou)

BOLET: past tense

The “painful part” of the body is the subject of a sentence.
lts grammatical gender affects the form of the verb in the past tense.

M: nos, krk, zub: Bolel mé nos/krk/zub. — BOLEL

F: hlava, noha, ruka: Bolela mé hlava/noha/ruka. — BOLELA

N: bficho, koleno, oko: Bolelo mé bficho/koleno/oko. — BOLELO
PL (M, F): zuby, ruce, nohy: Bolely mé zuby/ruce/nohy. — BOLELY
PL (N): kolena, zada: Bolela mé kolena/zada. — BOLELA



U doktora = At the doctor’s

byt + dative + dobre/Spatné = to feel well/not to feel well
This expression needs the dative case.

Co vam/ti je? = What is wrong with you?

Je mi dobre. = | feel well.

Je mi Spatné. = | do not feel well.
