— commitment and self-discipline.
Every applicant is considered individually in an holistic assessment
using all the information available to us:

— their academic record, including GCSE and AS (or equivalent) grades
and marks and A Level (or equivalent) grades or predictions, this
record being considered in the context of the quality (but not type) of
schools/colleges at which it was achieved;

— the school/college reference;

— the personal statement;

— submitted work, where requested;

— test results, where a written test forms part of the assessment;
