NABP emphasises direct co-operation with local partners and prioritises
countries where the situation for the blind and partially sighted is very difficult.

The objective for all co-operation in developing countries is based on the "self help principal." Solidarity, not
charity is the foundation for all co-operation both at home and abroad.

The NABP has selected three key target areas for their engagement in developing countries:
1. Establish new organisations and strengthen already existing organisations of blind and partially sighted
in order to improve their position in society. Organisation-building is given high priority;
2. rehabilitation an income-generating activities; and

3. treatment and prevention of blindness in co-operation with national health authorities.

The NABP projects receive 80% of their funding form the Norwegian Development Cooperation (NORAD), and
20% form "Blinde i Utviklingsland".

A Lifetime Doing Better

This is the slogan which accompanies the logo to mark the 65th anniversary of the ONCE, celebrated
recently.The ONCE was created on 13th December 1938, bringing together the wishes of many blind people
from all over Spain who were struggling to build a future for themselves and, what’s more, a hopeful future.

Sixty-five years of gradually doing better because Spain’s blind have taken one step at a time, using their
tenacity to the full to make sometimes small and sometimes major conquests.First came unity; then the cupon,
which provided the means with which to fight for their aims: the creation of schools, work centres, social
security, medical attention and so on, until attaining the major milestones in their history, a prime example of
which is the creation of the ONCE Foundation, which acts as the instrument through which to channel the
solidarity traditionally afforded to other non-blind handicapped persons, endowing it with an important
budget, so that now it plays a key role in the lives of Spain’s disabled.

What we are presenting in this edition of "ONCE, a Lifetime doing Better" is not meant to be an annual report
but rather information through a description of the social function of the ONCE and the place it occupies in the
drive for the social integration of the disabled.It has undoubtedly enjoyed an evolution with a strong upward
trend whilst focussing on the fact that it still has a long way to go.This was corroborated after the celebration,
in 2003, of the European Year of the Disabled.Spain, together with the rest of Europe, were witnesses to the
wishes of the ONCE, which, in collaboration with the Spanish Council of Disabled Representatives (CERMI),
transmitted their aspirations.

Great progress has already been made: in social acceptance, individual understanding, the field of legislation,
etc.But one year is insufficient for the disabled to achieve complete recognition as citizens on an equal basis
with everybody else.Related institutions have to make each day the day of the disabled.And this is what the
ONCE does, working on a vast number of fronts through a system that functions democratically.For the
seventh time, on 3rd June 2003, the Organization’s members voted and, after the elections, the ONCE Group
faced its immediate challenges with renewed enthusiasm: a competitive and multinational gaming market, a
new agreement with the State Administration, an increase in members’ social services, the creation of
employment for the disabled and so on, a panorama that again places the institution at the pinnacle of its
anniversary slogan: "doing better".

We also have to speak about "doing better" in reference to our paralympic sportspeople who this year will be
travelling to Athens.The 2004 Paralympic Games, in Athens, are the most immediate sporting event for our
blind athletes who, together with the rest of the paralympic delegation, will undoubtedly bring back the fruit of
their daily efforts and illusions.

And the cupén, the driving force behind Spain’s Organization of the Blind, which has embarked upon
important transformations.Immersed in a strongly competitive and increasingly technified gaming market, the
cup6n must defend its space if it is to continue and fortify its social function.A new sales modality has been
initiated in the form of an interactive cupdn, compatible with the traditional one, in which the customer
decides which number it wants to play.This is feasible thanks to the Sales Point Terminal, a portable device
that will also allow our salespeople to carry out work-related tasks, such as ticket returns, verification of
winning numbers and the placing on the market of new active game modalities.

These Sales Point Terminals satisfy several aims: improved preparation for competing in the market, speeding
up of activity-related tasks and, consequently, positive influence on the cupoén’s improved social projection
because, apart from other benefits, it provides employment, education and rehabilitation, works in favour of
integration and supports other disabled persons.The cupdn helps us to grow and look to the future with hope
and the same zeal for doing things better as in the previous 65 years.

This non-profit health agency focuses on that portion of the visually impaired population that still
has some usable vision (not sightless or handicapped in some other way). Their site features an on-
line catalog for ordering assistive products, educational articles, as well as the services and help
available through the NAVH offices located in New York and California.

National Braille Association
This Rochester, New York organization is a volunteer-run non-profit organization dedicated to
assisting transcribers and narrators develop and improve the skills and techniques required to
produce reading materials for individuals who are print-handicapped.

National Braille Press
National Braille Press, located in Boston Massachusetts is a non-profit braille printing and
publishing house. Best known, perhaps, for its children's Braille Book-of-the-Month club, they
also offer many other publications. Their catalog can be viewed on-line, with orders placed by
phone, fax or e-mail.

National Federation of the Blind (NFB)
This organization, located in Baltimore, Maryland, was founded to help the blind help themselves
and be integrated into society on the basis of equality.

At their web site, you
may search their on-line catalog and also download several publications like the Braille Book
Review and Talking Book Topics, circulars, and full text of new legislation from their related FTP
site.

National Association for Albinism and Hypopigmentation (NOAH)
This non-profit organization located in Philadelphia Pennsylvania offers information and support
to people with albinism, their families and professionals who work with them.

Sabah is a non-profit organization in Buffalo, New York which teaches people with disabilities
how to ice skate. They help set up local chapter programs for this purpose, providing them with
instructional expertise, specialized assistive products, administrative support and consultative
guidance.

Seedlings Braille Books for Children
This organization, located in Livonia Michigan, provides high quality, low cost braille books for
children ages 1 to 14. Some of the titles are available in twin vision (braille and print). Their entire
catalog is available for on-line browsing but as of yet orders must be placed via phone, fax or mail.

Patym, novym objektem, je kuchyn s jidelnou, Cilovou
skupinu uzivateld sluzeb tvofi muzi a zeny ve veéku od tii let s mentalnim postizenim
prevazné kombinovanym s dalSimi fyzickymi ¢i smyslovymi vadami (napf. nevidomi,
neslysici). Zajemci o sluzby musi mit trvalé bydlisté v Usteckém kraji. USP zajistuje
klientim bydleni a nabizi jim nejriznéjsi ¢innosti (vzdélavaci, pracovni, rehabilitacni
a sportovni, rekreacni).
