a lot of chairs
many chairs They have a plural form: -s
a few chairs or —es.
few chairs
furniture Some nouns are called
some furniture UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS:
a lot of furniture
much furniture They are NOT preceded by
a little furniture alan or one.
little furniture
They do NOT have a plural
form (NO final -s is added).

Most UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS are things which we clearly cannot count. We use zero article, or
some.

Abstract ideas health time fun peace
Feelings anger pity courage boredom
Activities travel work research behaviour

Other common UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS which do not normally have plural -s, and use a singular
verb:

accommodation experience information money
advice furniture knowledge rubbish
equipment hair luggage scenery
work homework weather traffic
