Try to think about the
general structure:

Think in Terms of a Well Written Paragraph. Although writing is not the same as speaking, there are
some common characteristics relating impromptu speaking and well written paragraphs. A well

written paragraph contains:

An Introduction

A Main Idea or Point
Supporting Evidence / Examples
Conclusion

Engage in the conversation (each one for about a minute). Listen to your colleagues and if
possible react either in your speech, or/AND in your gestures, facial expression, little
agreeing or disagreeing sounds. Show you are LISTENING!!!

Was the topic successful? If yes, you can go on for a longer time, if not, change the topic.
