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For reaction to the last lesson I want to mention that in case of integration 

of hunter-gatherer cultures to adapt into civilized society there are many 

similarities for adaptation of ex-nomadic cultures in Europe and western Asia.  

Such as gipsy communities (Romani people, Yeniche) and others. They have many 

problems with integration because of limiting their lifestyle (migration) by 

governments of many countries in Europe. That is a statement I have in this 

problems.
