NabozZenska situacia v osvietenskej Eurdpe

Ciele predmetu:

Kurz predstavuje obdobie osvietenstva ako ddlezity bod vo vyvoji nabozenstva. Po
dejinnych udalostiach v Eurdpe (15-ro¢né vojna, 30-ro¢na vojna, okupdacia
Osmanskou riSou) sa do popredia dostdva novy filozoficky prud, ktory zdoéraziuje
rozum a skusenosti. Okrem preferovaného rimsko-katolicizmu sa v Eurépe nad’alej
Sirila reformécia. Ciel'om kurzu je interpretovat’ Studentovi tieto udalosti a objasnit’
vyvoj a hlavné zmeny v nabozenskej situacii v obdobi osvietenstva. Objasnit’ dopad
osvietenskej filozofie na oblast’ nabozenstva. Charakterizovat’ konfesionalne vzt'ahy
jednotlivych krestanskych denomindcii. Po absolvovani kurzu by mal Student
preukdzat’ schopnost’ rozumiet’ suvislostiam suvisiacich s religiozitou v tomto obdobi.

Po absolvovani kurzu bude Student:
-poznat’ pozadie nastupu osvietenstva v Eurdpe

-vediet’ charakterizovat’ rozdielne prejavy osvietenstva v jednotlivych krajinach
s dorazom na region sucasné¢ho Slovenska, Ciech a Moravy

-orientovat’ sa v pomeroch medzi jednotlivymi spoloCenskymi vrstvami a stavmi
-poznat’ nabozenské prejavy v novoveku

Religious situation in enlichtenment Europe

Objectives:

The course covers the period of enlightenment as an important point in the evolution
of religion. After historical events in Europe (15-year war, a 30-year war, the
occupation of the Ottoman Empire) comes to the fore a new philosophical steem that
emphasizes knowledge and experience. In addition to the preferred Roman
Catholicism in Europe, continues spreading of reformation. The course acquaints
students about these events and explain the development of a main change in the
religious situation in the period of the Enlightenment and clarify the impact of
Enlightenment philosophy to the realm of religion, characterize confessional relations
of Christian denominations. After completing the course the students will be able to
understand the contexts associated with religiosity in this period.

After the lectures, students will be able to:
-be familiar with background of the onset of the enlightenment in Europe

-know characterization of different manifestations of enlightenment in Europaean
countries,with the focus on the region of Slovakia, Czech and Moravia

-orientate in the relationships between each social class and states
- know religion situation in modern era

2. The age of counter-reformation — recatolisation in Europe, Czech and Hungary
Kingdom

3. Social and economic situation in 17" and 18" century in Europe (development of
science, new investigations, manufactures)

4. Leaders of philosophy of enlightenment (Hume, Diderot, Rousseau), empirism,
racionalism, pietism

5. Leaders of philosophy of Enlightenment in Slovkia and Czechia
6. Enlightened absolutism (in Hungary, Russia and France)

7. Religion reforms in Hungary kingdom (during the reign of Maria Theresa, Joseph
IT and Leopold)

8. Radical current in enlightenment and the impacts on French revolution,
secularisation

9. Jewish enlightenment — moves hascala and maskil



10. State, church, aristocracy, town people and lieges
11. Seminary, monasteries - impacts of reforms

12. Eschatology, death and funeral rituals
