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Anotace/Cile predmétu

Specializa€ni kurz se zabyva teorii a metodologii etnologického vyzkumu v soudobém urbannim prostfedi,
pro které je charakteristicka synkreze folklornich, popularnich a artificialnich textu. Kurz klade ddraz na
analyzu jak kolektivné sdilenych a neformalné Sifenych textd prostupujicich vefejny prostor, tak i medialné
Sifenych forem, pfedevsim téch transmitovanych pomoci masovych komunikaénich médii a socialnich siti.
Vedle teoreticky a metodologicky primarni folkloristiky kurz seznamuje i s pfistupy sou¢asnych kulturnich
a medialnich studii, lingvistické antropologie a kvalitativnich sociologickych smérd. Studenti po
absolvovani kurzu ziskaji obecny pfehled o problematice folkloristického vyzkumu v sou¢asném
méstském prostfedi a zdokonali své dovednosti kritické analyzy medialnich textll a interpretace
historickych i formalnich vztah( mezi lidovou, popularni a uméleckou kulturou.

Seminar ke kurzu Urbanni folklor: Lidova a popularni kultura se zaméruje na Cetbu a interpretaci
zakladnich textt k tématu v Ceském, slovenském a anglickém jazyce, doplnénou simultannim terénnim
sbé&rem soudobych kolektivnich textt a jejich naslednou interpretaci. Cetba pfiblizi jak obecnéa teoreticka
vychodiska oboru, tak konkrétni pfipadové studie zakladnich problémovych okruht urbanniho folkloru,
zatimco terénni praxe bude sméfovana dle aktualnich badatelskych zajmu participant(l. Studenti po
absolvovani kurzu ziskaji praktické dovednosti v oblasti etnologického terénniho vyzkumu, pfedevsim

v oboru folkloristiky, a zdokonali své dovednosti sbéru, klasifikace a interpretace kolektivné Sifenych textu.

Anotace ENG

The course is devoted to the theory and methodology of ethnological research in contemporary urban
setting, which can be characterized by syncretic combination of folk, popular and artificial texts. The
course pays attention to analysis of both collective based and informally transmitted texts found in public
space and media-transmitted forms, especially those transmitted by mass communication media and
social networks. Apart from theoretically and methodologically primary folkloristics, course also
familiarizes students with approaches of contemporary cultural and media studies, linguistic antropology
and qualitative sociological trends. After completing the course, the students will familiarize themselves
with general knowledge of folkloristic research in contemporary urban setting and strenghten their skills in
critical analysis of media texts and interpretation of historical and formal relationships between folk,
popular and artificial culture.

The seminary accompanying the course Urban Folklore: Folk and Popular Culture is devoted to reading
and interpretation of the most important texts of the field in Czech, Slovak and English language,
supplemented with simultaneous field collecting of contemporary collective texts and their interpretations.
Readings will familiarize students with general theoretical assumptions and detailed case studies of basic
issues of urban folklore, the field practical part will be managed according to actual academical interests of
the participants. After completing the course, the students will get practical skills in ethnological fieldwork,
especially folkloristical one, and strenghten their skills in collecting, classification and interpretation of
collective transmitted texts.
