From June 1919 to March 1920 he was vice
chancellor and finance minister under Gustav Bauer.While on holiday in the Black Forest, he
was shot dead by members of a nationalist organization.

Vorsitzender der DNVP (1928- 1933), Reichswirtschaftsminister 1933. head of a huge
newspaper and film empire, As leader of his party from 1928, he campaigned alongside the
Nazis against the Young Plan of reparations.1931 formed the Harzburg Front, an alliance
between nationalist, conservative elements and Hitler, to attempt to topple - svrhnout - the
Bruning government.

1860- 1919, As a young pastor, Naumann had joined the Christian Social movement of the
Prussian court chaplain Adolf Stoecker, but he was eventually repelled by Stoecker's social
and theological conservatism. Through 1893 he shaped the journal Die Hilfe ("Assistance")
into a forum for his ideas. After 1903, however, having failed to establish a political party based
on his association, he joined the Freisinnige Vereinigung (Liberal Union)--later (1910) merged
with the Progressive People's Party--and in 1907 was elected to the Reichstag
(parliament).During World War | Naumann was strongly opposed to a policy of German
annexation of occupied territories, but his book Mitteleuropa (1915) provided the vision of a
postwar German cultural and economic imperium in central Europe. In 1919 he was one of the
founders of the Democratic Party, and he served as the party's leader until his death.



1868-1946, Reichswehrminister (1919-1920). Noske served as governor of the province of
Hanover (1920-33) and in July 1944 took part in the unsuccessful coup against Adolf Hitler.
1879 - 1969, belonged to the ultraright wing of the Catholic Centre Party. Though he had
certain links with German monarchists, former aristocrats, big business circles, and the
German Army, Papen himself had no political following. His elevation to the chancellorship
(June 1, 1932), engineered by Pres. Paul von Hindenburg's adviser Gen. Kurt von Schleicher,
came as a complete surprise to the public.He lifted the ban on the Nazis' paramilitary
Sturmabteilung (SA) on June 15 and deposed (svrhl, sesadil) the Social Democratic
government of Prussia on July 20. On December 4 1932, succeeded as chancellor by
Schleicher. ambassador to Austria (1934-38), for whose annexation to Germany he
worked.eight years' imprisonment by a German court as a major Nazi, but in 1949, on his
appeal, was released and fined. Papen's memoirs, Der Wahrheit eine Gasse (Memoirs),
appeared in 1952.

1867-1922, DDP, ReichsauRenminister 1922, Rapallo-Vertrag mit Sowjetrulland, the son of
Emil Rathenau, the founder of the immense

Allgemeine-Elektrizitdts-Gesellschaft (AEG) combine. War Raw Materials Department in the
War Ministry. As its head from August 1914 to the spring of 1915, he ensured the conservation
and distribution of raw materials essential to the war effort. Convinced that the days of
unrestricted capitalism were over, he advocated in his Die neue Wirtschaft (1918; "The New
Economy") industrial self-government combined with employee participation and effective
state control rather than the wholesale nationalization of industry by the state.Assassinated on
the way to his office by right-wing fanatics.

1865-1939, Ministerprasident der Koalitionsregierung der SPD, des Zentrums und der DDP.
Nur 4 Monate. He resigned rather than give his assent to the Versailles Treaty. Schon im Juni
1920 verlor die Weimasrer Koalition ihre absolute Mehrheit (nur in Preu3en konnte sie sich
behaupten). In 1922 an attempt to assassinate him miscarried. He emigrated from Germany at
the beginning of the National Socialist period (1933).

Schleicher came into sharp conflict with Brining and Hindenburg; his intrigues contributed to
Brining's downfall (May 1932) and helped bring about the appointment of Franz von Papen as
chancellor in June 1932. Schleicher was appointed defense minister, and when Papen was
forced to resign (Dec. 1, 1932), Schleicher became chancellor as well. He sought to prevent
Nazi violation of the laws and constitution by keeping the Nazis under Reichswehr control. To
this end, he intrigued with Adolf Hitler, offering to participate in a government with Hitler as
chancellor provided that he, Schleicher, remained in charge of the Reichswehr. A year and a
half later, on the "night of the long

knives," Schleicher was murdered by Hitler's SS (Schutzstaffel) in his Berlin flat.

1897 - 1977, 6sterr. Bundeskanzler 1934-38. Later, in the government

of Engelbert Dollfuss (1932-34) he was first appointed minister of justice (1932), then minister
of education (1933);He eliminated the threats to his government posed by the Heimwehr, led
by his vice chancellor, Ernst Ridiger, Furst von Starhemberg, whom he forced out of office in
May 1936; in October he disbanded (rozpustit) the Heimwehr. After a humiliating capitulation
to Hitler at Berchtesgaden (February 1938), he determined to

reassert national independence through a plebiscite to be held on March 13.He was freed only
after World War Il (May 1945). He lived and taught in the United States (1948-67), after which
he returned to Austria.

Frank remained as governor-general until the war's end, although Hitlerstripped him of his
other posts in 1942. On trial before the International Military Tribunal at Nirnberg,he was
found guilty of war crimes and crimes against humanity and on Oct. 1, 1946, was sentenced to
hang.

Propagandachef Henleins (1933), 1938 Gauleiter-Stellvertreter im Gau Sudentenland.
Staatssekretar und seit 1943 als Staatsminister im Protektorat. 1946 6ffentlich hingerichtet.

Reichsinnenminister (1933-43), von Himmler abgel6st wurde er Reichsprotektor von Béhmen
und Mahren (1943-45), Dobfis. Elected to the Reichstag (parliament) in May 1924, he began
to lead the Nazis in that body in 1928.During 1930-31, as minister of the interior in the state
government of Thuringia, Frick was the first Nazi to hold any ministerial-level post in Germany.
Stellvertreter Hitlers in der NSDAP (1933 - 41), 1894, Alexandria, Egypt--d. Aug. 17, 1987 in
Spandau. His influence was undermined by Martin Bormann. In 1941 he secretly flew to
Great Britain on an abortive self-styled mission to negotiate a peace between Britain and
Germany.

Chef des Sicherheitsdienstes (ab 1932), des Reichssicherheitshaupamtes (1939-1942),
stellvertretender Reichsprotektor von Bohmen

Reichfihrer SS (1929-1945), After Hitler's accession to power (Jan. 30, 1933), Himmler
became head of the Munich police and soon afterward became commander of all German
police units outside Prussia. As such he established the Third Reich's first concentration
camp, at Dachau. In April 1934 he was appointed assistant chief of the Gestapo (secret
police) in Prussia. After Germany invaded the Soviet Union, Himmler was entrusted

with the political administration of that nation's conquered territory with the goal of eliminating
the Soviet system. By 1943 Himmler had risen to minister of the interior. In April 1945, Hitler
promptly stripped him of all offices and ordered his arrest. Disguised as a common soldier, he
attempted to escape. Captured by the Western allies, he committed suicide by taking poison.

1873-1956, Reichsauflenminister (1932-1938), Reichsprotektor von Béhmen )1939-43, seit
Mai 1942 stellvertretender Reichsprotektor Kurt Daluege).Ambassador to Italy (from 1922),
and ambassador to Great Britain (from 1930). From June 1932 he was foreign minister in the
Papen and Schleicher cabinets and retained his post after Hitler became chancellor in 1933. In
this post Neurath lent a veneer (plastik, lak, lesk) of conservative respectability to Hitler's
expansionist foreign policy. In February 1938 he was ousted by Hitler in favour of Joachim von
Ribbentrop.



1892-1984, Mitgriinder der Bekennenden Kirche, commander of a German U-boat in World
War | before beginning theological studies at Minster. in 1937 was arrested by Hitler's police,
the Gestapo. Eventually sent to Sachsenhausen and then to Dachau concentration camps, he
was moved in 1945 to the Tirol, where Allied forces freed him at the end of World War Il.
"Stuttgarter Schuldbekenntnis”

1889-1938, Chefredakteur der Zft. Die Weltbihne (1926-1933), winner

of the Nobel Prize for Peace for 1935. In a series of articles in 1927, he unmasked the
Reichswehr leaders' secret preparations for rearmament. Accused of treason, Ossietzky was
sentenced in November 1931 to 18 months' imprisonment but was granted amnesty in
December 1932. When Adolf Hitler became chancellor, Ossietzky had resumed his editorship.
Steadfastly refusing to flee Germany, he was arrested on Feb. 28, 1933, and sent to
Papenburg concentration camp. He was transferred in May 1936 to a prison hospital and then
to a private hospital, where he died of tuberculosis.

Botschafter in London, 1936-38, Reichsau3enminister (1938-45). A hussar on the Eastern
Front. The German-Soviet Nonaggression Pact of Aug. 23, 1939, which cleared the way for
Hitler's attack on Poland on Sept. 1, 1939. While in prison he wrote "Zwischen London und
Moskau" (1953). Hanged.

1887- 1934. After the war he helped to found, before Hitler, the National Socialist German
Workers' Party. He helped Hitler win the support of the army in Bavaria and made available to
him his private strong-arm force, which, in October 1921, became the Sturmabteilung. For his
part in the Munich (Beer Hall) Putsch of Nov. 8-9, 1923, R6hm was briefly
imprisoned.Persuaded by Hermann Géring and Heinrich Himmler, the Fihrer finally decided to
purge the SA chief. Rohm was taken by Hitler personally from a hotel near Munich on the
pretext that he and the SA were preparing a putsch. He was shot without trial.

1889-1943. editor of the party newspaper, Volkischer Beobachter, he drew on the ideas of the
English racist Houston Stewart Chamberlain and on the Protocols of the Learned Elders of
Zion.Der Mythus des 20. Jahrhunderts (1934; "The Myth of the 20th Century") was a tedious
exposition of German racial purity.From July 1941 he was a largely powerless Reichsminister
for the occupied eastern territories. At the Nirnberg trials Rosenberg was adjudged a war
criminal and was hanged.

1877-1970, Reichsbankprasident 1923-1930, 1933-39. minister of economics (1934-37). His
rivalry with Hermann Gd&ring, who in 1936 had

become virtual dictator of the German economy, led to Schacht's resignation. Opposing
Hitler's rearmament expenditure, he was in 1939 dismissed as Reichsbank president. He was
imprisoned after the attempted assassination of Hitler that took place on July 20, 1944, and
was later captured by the Allies. Arraigned before the International Military Tribunal at
Nurnberg after World War Il, he was ultimately acquitted *spro$tén viny).

1898 Stannern - 1946 Nurnberg, In February 1938, in response to German pressure, he was
named minister of interior and security, a prelude to his replacement of Kurt von Schuschnigg
as chancellor on March 11, 1938, the eve of Anschluss.Reichsstatthalter (governor) of the new
Austrian provincial

administration until April 30, 1939; he was later appointed deputy governor in Poland and
eventually Reichskommissar (commissioner) of the occupied Netherlands.

1892-1934, during Hitler's subsequent imprisonment, he came to head the outlawed party.
Gregor was an effective public speaker and gifted organizer, and after Hitler's release he took
over the party organization in northern Germany, was elected to the Reichstag (federal lower
house), and soon built a mass movement with the help of his brother Otto and the young
Joseph Goebbels. The Strasser brothers appealed to the lower-middle classes and the
proletariat by advocating a socialism couched in nationalist and racist terminology; After Hitler
began forming alliances with Germany's industrial magnates in return for their financial
support, Otto left the party (1930) and organized the Schwarze Front (Black Front, volkisch).
As leader of the party's left wing, however, he opposed Hitler's courting of big business as well
as his anti-Semitism and instead favoured radical social reforms along socialist lines. He finally
resigned his party offices in 1932. Gregor was

murdered on Hitler's orders during the Réhm purge of 1934. Otto managed to escape and
went into exile. He finally settled in Canada.

Gauleiter in Franken (1928-1940). Hg. der Zft. "Der Stirmer" (1923-45). Volksschullehrer.
Streicher’s sexual and sadistic excesses eventually alienated (zbavila sympatii) many of his
fellow party officials, and he was stripped of his party posts in 1940 after a commission
investigated the scandalous irregularities of his business transactions and personal life. He
continued to serve as editor of Der Sturmer throughout the war years, however, owing to
Hitler's protection of him.1946 he was sentenced to death by hanging.

Serving in an armoured division on the Eastern Front and later in the Ardennes offensive, he
has earned an Iron Cross. After the war he joined the Social Democratic Party, studied
economics at the University of Hamburg. Schmidt became a vice-chairman of the Social
Democratic Party in 1968 and served as minister of defense (1969-72) and minister of finance
(1972-74) in the government of Chancellor Willy Brandt. During the worldwide recession of the
early 1980s, however, his refusal to cut West Germany's social-welfare programs prompted
the centrist Free Democrats to defect from his governing coalition.

1895 - 1952, Vorsitzender der SPD (1946 - 52).After the Nazis came to power in 1933,
Schumacher was arrested and spent the next 10 years in concentration camps. Released
between March and August 1943 and again in February 1944, he was rearrested after the plot
against Adolf Hitler on July 20, 1944 .He consistently opposed the Schuman Plan, the customs
union between France and the Saar, and German rearmament. He was, however,

almost fanatic in his desire for a reunited Germany.

1915-1988, Vorsitzender der CSU seit 1961, Bundesminister fur Finanzen (1966-99), seit 1978
bayrischer Ministerprasident.Strauss helped found the Bavarian Christian Social Union (CSU)
in 1945 and was elected to the Bundestag (Federal Parliament) in August 1949. He was
involved in the "Spiegel Affair" of October 1962, when the editors of Der Spiegel, a weekly
news magazine that had frequently criticized him, were arrested and their files seized on
suspicion of treason for publishing an article about a NATO exercise (Bedingt abwehrbereit;
FDP-Minister aus der Koalitionsregierung ausgetreten) . This police action so shook public
opinion that Strauss had to resign from the Cabinet in December. In 1979 the opposition
parties of the CSU and the Christian Democratic Union (CDU) nominated Strauss as their
candidate for chancellor of West Germany in 1980. Strauss remained the

leader of the CSU and premier of Bavaria until his death.

At the height of his power Jakob Fugger was sharply criticized by his contemporaries,
especially by the German humanist and reformer Ulrich von Hutten and by Martin Luther, for
his stand on interest charges.

With the fall
of Badeni, he was appointed prime minister (November 1897), but the failure of his proposed
reform of the Bohemian language laws prompted his resignation (March 1898).
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
