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The Ending Form for verbs and adjectives

- Including nuance of tense, aspect, speech levels efc.

- Pre-final endings & final ending depending on where they placed in verb
or adjective
ex) A=ErLICH (1 am) happy [haeng-bog-hab-ni-dal]

The pre-final ending -(2)A|

- Inflectional element between the stem and final ending
- Respectful, honorific suffix

- Form is changing depending on whether it is after a consonant or a vowel.
Not depending on if it is adjectives or verbs.

. After ends in a consonant, -2 A|
ex) &2 A|C} look for

After ends in a vowel, -A|
ex) 7FAICH go



The pre-final ending 1}

- “WIll" in English
. Z) expresses the speaker’s intentions

ex) &l SFstd& LT (1) will study hard

. 71l asks the listener’s intentions
ex) O4C|2 7FA|Z& LI7F? Where will (you) go?



The pre-final ending 7!

- | guess/think™ or "do you think that...” in English

. Z! indicates the speaker’s conjecture
ex) LI A& 0| o{ZH0{2 (I guess that) tomorrow’s test will be difficult

. 7} asks the listener’s idea
ex) L A& 0| 0{2iZ!0{2? (Do you think that) tomorrow’s test will be
difficult?
